OSU-Huskers Have Produced Memories

Even though the series is one sided towards Nebraska, Oklahoma State has had impor-
tant games against the Huskers over the past three decades. Six times since 1971
Nebraska has been ranked No. 1 or 2 when it faced the Cowboys. Five times since
1991, Oklahoma State has opened its conference (either Big Eight or Big 12) season
against Nebraska. Since 1977, Oklahoma State’s game against Nebraska has been tele-
vised either nationally or regionally 10 times.

More Cowboy Husker Highlights

1960 —The first-ever meeting between Oklahoma State and Nebraska on Nov. 12 in
Lincoln. Oklahoma State claimed a 7-6 win. It would be State’s third and final win of
the 1960 season. Bill Jennings’ Nebraska squad would go on to a 4-6 record.

1961 —The OSU-Nebraska series came to Stillwater in the next-to-last year of Cliff
Speegle’s tenure as State’s head football coach. The Cowboys won for a second-straight
year in a game that highlighted homecoming festivities. Nebraska’s Bill Jennings would
be replaced by Bob Devaney at the end of the season.

1963 —One week before President John F. Kennedy was killed, Nebraska put a No. 10

national ranking on the line against Oklahoma State in Stillwater. First-year OSU coach

Phil Cutchin’s squad trailed 20-3 going into the fourth quarter but scored 13 unanswered
points, falling 20-16.

1971 —Oklahoma State faced top-ranked Nebraska at Lincoln. It was the first time the
Cowboys had played a team ranked No. 1 since 1956 when OSU lost to top-ranked
Oklahoma. Nebraska won the 1971 game, 41-13, en route to a second-straight national
football championship.

1973 —Oklahoma State and Nebraska played to a 17-17 tie on Lewis Field. It snapped
an 11-year losing streak against the Huskers. Oklahoma State led the game, 17-10, at
halftime, thanks to a 25-yard interception return by Cleveland Vann, a one-yard run by
Leonard Thompson and a 51-yard Abby Daigle field goal. Nebraska scored on a one-
yard run by David Humm with 7:48 to play in the third to tie the game at 17. In the
fourth quarter, Nebraska missed a 47-yard field goal attempt, then drove to the OSU five
where four-straight plays netted only four yards and the Cowboys took over. OSU was
able to drive to the Nebraska 49 before the drive stalled and the game ended.

1983 —Nebraska came to Stillwater as the top-ranked team in the country and fresh
from a Sports lllustrated cover story that tagged them the best team in the history of col-
lege football. In front of 50,000 fans in one of the most electric atmospheres in Lewis
Field history, Nebraska had to intercept a pass on the game'’s final play to save a 14-10
win. Jimmy Johnson’s Cowboys led 10-7 at half, thanks to a swarming defense that pro-
duced sacks on Nebraska'’s first two offensive plays of the game. The Cowboys were
driving for a potential winning touchdown when Husker safety Bret Clark intercepted

Ike Jackson’s pass as the clock ran out.

1984 —Pat Jones took his first Oklahoma State squad to Lincoln with a perfect 4-0
record and ranked ninth in the country. The eighth-ranked Huskers trailed the Cowboys,
3-0, going into the fourth quarter, but a 49-yard punt return by Shane Swanson broke a
3-3 tie and pointed Nebraska toward a 17-3 win. The game was almost even statistically
with Nebraska rolling up 352 yards of total offense to Oklahoma State’s 324.

Tough Stuff

Oklahoma State’s 2001 football schedule was rated one of the five toughest in the coun-
try. Not much has changed in 2002. OSU’s 2002 slate has already been tagged one of
the toughest schedules in the country. The Cowboys opened with a game against the
defending WAC champs, then faced one of the top three teams in Division I-AA in
Northern lowa. UCLA (No. 23) and Texas (No. 2) were sandwiched around a game with
SMU. Last week, OSU faced 23rd-ranked K-State, and now face home games against
Nebraska and Texas A&M before traveling to Texas Tech.

OSU Last Week

Oklahoma State went on the Big 12 road for a second-straight week and came home
with a 44-9 loss at the hands of a talented Kansas State team. The Pokes were victim-
ized by five turnovers (four interceptions and one fumble) and by early injuries that
forced tailback Seymore Shaw (ankle) and fullback Tim Burrough (ankle) to the side-
line. Kansas State took an early 6-0 lead and added on. The Wildcats led 12-0 before
OSU got on the scoreboard on a 27-yard pass from Josh Fields to Rashaun Woods with
12:42 left in the second quarter. The Wildcats came right back to make it 18-7, but OSU
added points with a 90-yard return of a blocked extra point by Darrent Williams. It
would be the last points OSU would put on the board while K-State added another sec-
ond quarter touchdown and three fourth-quarter scores to account for the 44-9 final.
Tatum Bell had 63 yards on 15 carries. Fields completed 15-0f-38 passes for 133 yards
and a touchdown. Woods had eight receptions for 77 yards and a touchdown.
Defensively, freshman Vernon Grant had nine total tackles and tied safety Elbert Craig
for game honors in that category. The Cowboy defense came up with a pair of intercep-
tions and had chances for more. Linebacker Terrence Robinson grabbed the second
interception of his career, and freshman Daniel McLemore came up with the first inter-
ception of his college career.

Career Firsts

In addition to McLemore’s first career interception, several other Cowboys recorded
career firsts against Kansas State. Sophomore defensive end Antonio Smith’s block of a
KSU PAT in the second quarter was his first. Senior defensive tackle LaWaylon Brown
added a similar first to his collegiate career at the 9:18 mark of the second quarter.
Sophomore Darrent Williams' return of a Kansas State PAT attempt in the second quar-
ter was the first of his career and the first by an OSU player since Elbert Craig inter-
cepted a two-point conversion pass against Tulsa in 2000 and returned it for two points.
Chet Ackerman saw his first collegiate action at fullback vs. KSU.

Other Notes

When OSU trailed Kansas State 12-0 at the end of the first quarter, it was just the sec-
ond time in six games the Cowboys have trailed after one period. It was also the first
time this season the Cowboys had failed to score in the first quarter. The 25 points
allowed in the first half were the most in the first half this season. The nine points
scored by OSU represent the fewest scored by OSU in 13 games. The Cowboys also
matched their season-high in turnovers with five.

Rashaun Woods’ eight receptions against the Wildcats extends his streak to 24 consecu-
tive games in which he has at least two receptions. Woods has not had fewer than four
receptions in 17 straight games. His seven-yard catch on OSU’s fourth offensive play
put him over the 600-yard mark for the second-straight season. He is the fourth receiver
in OSU history to accomplish that feat. He also scored the 16th touchdown of his career
and now trails Hart Lee Dykes by 13 career TD catches.

Woods Still Catchin’ em as League Play Continues

After six games of the 2002 football regular season and two weeks of Big 12
Conference play, there should be no doubt that Oklahoma State wide receiver Rashaun
Woods is among the elite of college football receivers. Saturday against K-State, Woods
caught eight passes for 77 yards and his 16th career touchdown. Last week against
Texas, Woods had six catches for 63 yards. Against UCLA last month, Woods hauled in
seven catches for 143 yards against two-time All-Pac 10 corner Ricky Manning. It was
Woods’ fourth straight game to go over 100 yards, and the eighth time he has eclipsed
100 yards in his career.

Soph QB Moves Into Elite Company

While intense K-State pressure and a pair of interceptions kept it from being as positive
a performance as he would like, the 133 passing yards by sophomore quarterback Josh
Fields against Kansas State moved him into some elite company. Fields now has 1,667
career yards, moving him past Brent Blackman and John Doerner and into 19th place on
OSU's all-time passing list.

No Sophomore Jinx

After sophomore quarterback Josh Fields passed for a career-high 291 yards against
UCLA, he followed with a 193-yard performance against SMU. Fancy numbers for a
sophomore quarterback who has started just six games in his career. Fields started the
2002 season by passing for 200 or more yards in three straight.

Senior linebacker Terrence Robinson was labeled a leader well before he was named a
co-captain of the 2002 Cowboys. Robinson was one of a select few student-athletes
across the country to participate in an NCAA leadership conference over the summer.

Oklahoma State Head Coach Les Miles

Oklahoma State’s 21st head football coach is six games into his second season and will
carry a career record of 6-11 into this week’s game against Nebraska. Miles, who cut his
football teeth under the tutelage of legendary Michigan coach Bo Schembechler, spent
three seasons as OSU’s offensive coordinator (1995-97) before being lured to the NFL's
Dallas Cowboys. Three years later, Miles returned to Stillwater to take the reigns of the
Cowboy program.

Winning Resumé

Les Miles and winning football have been synonymous throughout his playing and pro-
fessional career. Miles was a two-year letterman at Michigan, and during that two-year
span the Wolverines were 18-3-2, finished inAlssociated Pres3op 10 both seasons,

and played in the Rose and Orange Bowls. He had two coaching stints at Michigan, one
from 1980-81 and another from 1987-1994. He was part of Michigan’s run to five Big
Ten championships and 10 bowl appearances. Sandwiched between his stints at
Michigan, Miles spent five seasons on Bill McCartney’s staff at Colorado, and helped
the process that rebuilt the CU program into a national contender. He came to OSU in
1995 as offensive coordinator. His 1997 OSU offense averaged 226 rushing yards and
150 passing yards per game, and scored more touchdowns (41) than any OSU offense
since the Barry Sanders-led squad in 1988.

The First Season

The first season of the Les Miles era of Cowboy Football was certainly a memorable
one. Facing what was arguably the toughest schedule in the country, the Cowboys went
about their business in workmanlike fashion from day one. Two wins in the first month,
including a victory over eventual WAC champion Louisiana Tech, set the stage for a
rugged first five weeks of the Big 12 schedule. A three-overtime loss to Missouri, a 14-
point loss at Texas A&M in a game that was tied at the half, and a three-point loss to
eventual Big 12 champ Colorado, were examples of how close the Cowboys were to an
extraordinary season in 2001. Miles and his Cowboys erased some of the early-season
frustration with an impressive two-game winning streak at the end. A 38-22 win at
Baylor set the tone, and a 16-13 win over fourth-ranked Oklahoma in Norman the fol-
lowing week gave the Cowboys pleasant memories for the offseason.

Surrounded by Winners

Les Miles and the head coaches’ chair at Oklahoma State are a perfect fit. On short
notice, Miles put together an impressive first recruiting class, and followed that with one
of the country’s top recruiting hauls in 2002. He also surrounded himself with some of
the top coaching talent in the country. Miles and his 2002 staff have a combined 130
years of college coaching experience.

STILLWATER, Okla. (AP) — Seymore Shaw scored three times
and Josh Fields threw three touchdown passes in a 45-point first
half, helping Oklahoma State to a 52-16 victory over Southern
Methodist on Saturday night.

The Cowboys (2-2) scored all seven times they had the ball in their
most-productive half since scoring 45 points against Wyoming in
the second half of the 1988 Holiday Bowil.

The Mustangs (0-4) were outgained 345-88 in the half and made
just four first downs.

Shaw, who gained 91 yards on 16 carries, scored on runs of 1, 12
and 3 yards. His first TD came on a fourth-and-1 play on the open-
ing drive.

Fields was 13-of-21 for 193 yards and didn't play the second half.
Six of his completions went to Rashaun Woods, including a 24-
yard touchdown pass in the final minute of the second quarter.
Woods did not play in the second half.

Fields also threw a 6-yard scoring pass to tight end Charlie
Johnson in the first quarter and a 37-yarder down the middle to
split end John Lewis early in the second.

SMU ran six plays in the first quarter and didn't pick up a first down
until early in the second. The Mustangs' longest drive of the half
ended with an interception. They also had a punt deflected, lost a
fumble and had a 58-yard kickoff return wiped out by penalty.

Kris Briggs scored twice for SMU, on a 6-yard run in the third quar-
ter and a 1-yarder with 1:02 remaining in the game. The Mustangs
also got a 26-yard field goal from Trent Stephenson early in the
fourth.

Oklahoma State's second-half touchdown came on a 16-yard pass
from Aso Pogi to John Wohlgemuth.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Second-ranked Texas defeated
Oklahoma State 17-15 Saturday afternoon. It was a victory over
the Cowboys that took cornerback Rod Babers' defensive stop on
a 2-point conversion and a drive-killing interception in the fourth
quarter to seal the win.

Leading 17-9 in the fourth, Texas pinned OSU on its own 1 after
a punt. Josh Fields then hit Rashaun Woods for a 25-yard com-
pletion, and a 25-yard run by Seymore Shaw quickly moved the
ball to midfield for the Cowboys (2-3, 0-1).

Facing third-and-23 from the Texas 33, Fields threw a prayer to
John Lewis, who came down with the ball just inside the goal line
for the touchdown.

On the 2-point try, Fields found Woods at the goal line, but his
back was turned to the end zone and Babers stopped him before
he could get across.

Oklahoma State had one last chance to win when Texas failed to
pick up a first down. Babers stepped up again when Fields' errant
throw went right into his hands with two minutes left.

Statistically, it shouldn't have been this close. The Longhorns
outgained Oklahoma State 412-273 in total yards and had 25 first
downs, compared with 15 for the Cowboys.

Tailback Cedric Benson ran for 117 yards on 27 carries. Simms
was 24-0f-46 with one interception. Sloan Thomas caught seven
passes for 130 yards.

"We were in position to win," Oklahoma State coach Les Miles
said. "This is no moral victory."

The Texas defense has two shutouts this season but found itself
down 3-0 after the Cowboys' first drive, on Luke Phillips' 39-yard
field goal.

Texas finally punched the ball into the end zone after forcing
Oklahoma State to punt with a minute left in the half.

Simms directed a four-play, 59-yard drive, aided by a Cowboys
personal foul, and he found B.J. Johnson from 9 yards out for the
game's first touchdown. Texas led 10-3 at halftime.

Texas went up 17-3 when Simms capped an 80-yard drive with
a 1-yard keeper that appeared to put his team in control. But two
Longhorns penalties on Oklahoma State's next drive moved the
ball 30 yards, and the Cowboys' Tatum Bell took a pitchout and
skirted down the sideline 45 yards for a touchdown to make it 17-
9. A bad snap led to a blocked kick on the extra-point try.

The botched attempt left Miles wondering about what could have
happened.

"If we make the extra point, we have a tied ballgame (late in the
game)," Miles said. "We had opportunities to win."

MANHATTAN, Kan. (AP) — EIll Roberson threw two touchdown
passes and ran for two more scores, leading No. 19 Kansas State
to a 44-9 win over Oklahoma State on Saturday.

Roberson's touchdown runs covered 1 yard in the third quarter
and 10 yards in the fourth. His TD passes went for 36 yards in the
first quarter to Taco Wallace, who finished with 101 yards on four
catches, and 47 yards to James Terry for the Wildcats' final score.

Roberson completed 9 of 17 passes for 202 yards and an inter-
ception and ran for 96 yards on 17 carries before being lifted for
former starter Marc Dunn midway through the fourth quarter.

Darren Sproles rushed for 130 yards on 18 carries for Kansas
State, including a juking, twisting 38-yard TD run in the first quar-
ter for a 6-0 lead.

Kansas State held Oklahoma State to 184 yards, sacked Josh
Fields three times and forced five turnovers, including two inter-
ceptions by linebacker Bryan Hickman.

Both of Hickman's interceptions came against Fields, who fin-
ished 15-for-38 with two interceptions and one touchdown. Backup
Aso Pogi threw two interceptions in the closing minutes.

But while the Wildcats' offense produced 499 total yards and four
touchdown plays of 27 yards or more, Kansas State also had four
turnovers and failed to convert after five of its seven touchdowns.
Joe Rheem had three of his five extra-point attempts blocked, with

Oklahoma State's Darrent Williams returning one of the blocks
for a two-point defensive conversion.

A flurry of plays late in the second quarter, en route to the
Wildcats' 25-9 halftime lead, summed up Kansas State's uneven
day on offense and special teams.

Roberson threw an interception to the Cowboys' Terrence
Robinson at the Oklahoma State 20, but two plays after that
Hickman intercepted Fields' pass and returned it to the 4, setting
up Ayo Saba's 4-yard TD run for an 18-7 lead.

Danny Morris had a 13-yard TD run for Kansas State late in the
first half.

Fields threw 27 yards to Rashaun Woods in the second quarter
for Oklahoma State's only touchdown, cutting Kansas State's lead
to 12-7.
