SERIES HISTORY: NEBRASKA VS. IOWA

Nebraska and lowa are meeting for the 14th straight season as Big Ten opponents and for the
55th time overall. Nebraska owns a 30-21-3 edge in the all-time series between the schools, while
the Hawkeyes own a 9-4 edge since Nebraska joined the Big Ten Conference.

* lowa is the only opponent Nebraska has met in all 14 seasons as a member of the Big Ten
Conference, and the Hawkeyes are the only opponent the Huskers face on an annual basis in the
18-team conference.

e The road team in the series has won the past three matchups and nine of the last 12 meetings
overall, including Nebraska's 24-17 win at Kinnick Stadium in 2022.

® The past six meetings have been decided by a total of 29 points. lowa has a 5-1 record in those
games, including last second-field goals in 2018, 2019 and 2023.

® Nebraska rallied from a 17-point second-half deficit to win in overtime at lowa City in 2014, tying
for the second-largest comeback in school history.

¢ Priorto joining the Big Ten, Nebraska last met lowa in 1999 and 2000, winning each of the contests.

® Nebraska and lowa met six times in non-conference play between 1979 and 2000, with the Huskers
winning five of the six games. The Huskers were ranked in the top 10 in each of those six games.

NEBRASKA, IOWA TO BATTLE FOR HEROES TROPHY

Nebraska and lowa will battle for the Heroes Trophy when they hit the field Friday at Kinnick
Stadium. The Heroes Game is the annual trophy game between Nebraska and lowa. The game is
sponsored by Pioneer.

* While both teams aim to win the trophy on the field, Nebraska and lowa wished to make their annual
meeting about more than just a football game. The schools partnered to not only create a trophy,
but to use their stage to honor a citizen hero from each state. In addition to the trophy claimed by
the winner of the game, both an lowa and Nebraska native will be honored for extraordinary acts.

o Citizen heroes from each state will be announced on Tuesday, Nov. 26.

BIG RED ON BLACK FRIDAY

Nebraska continues its long tradition of playing on the day after Thanksgiving. This Friday’s game
with lowa will mark the 35th consecutive season the Huskers have played on Black Friday.

® Nebraska met Oklahoma in the final six seasons of the Big Eight Conference (1990 to 1995), then
played Colorado in all 15 of the Huskers’ Big 12 Conference years (1996 to 2010), before taking
on lowa each of the 14 seasons it has been a Big Ten member, including this year.

® Nebraska is 10-6 on the road in Black Friday games since 1990, including 3-3 at lowa.

e In addition to playing lowa on Black Friday the past 13 seasons, Nebraska and lowa also closed
the regular season against each other nine times from 1892 to 1916.

NOTABLES FROM THE 2024 SEASON

Nebraska's 2024 season has featured several notable moments, including reaching bowl the
postseason for the first time since 2016, a 3-0 non-conference season, and a 5-1 record in the first
half of the season. Highlights for the 2024 season include:

e Nebraska owns a 6-5 record heading into the regular-season finale at lowa. Nebraska secured a
bowl berth with its win over Wisconsin and will play in the postseason for the first time since 2016.
The bowl trip will be Nebraska's 54th all-time bowl appearance.

* Nebraska opened the season with three consecutive non-conference victories, marking its first 3-0
startto the season since 2016. [twas also the first time Nebraska was unblemished in non-conference
play since 2016. The Huskers did not trail in their three non-conference games, and out-scored the
opposition by a total of 102-20 in non-conference play.

® Nebraska won each of its first three games by at least 18 points. It marked the first time NU won
three straight games by at least 18 points since the middle of the 2014 season, when the Huskers
defeated Northwestern (21), Rutgers (18) and Purdue (21). The Huskers have added two additional
wins by at least 18 points with a 28-10 win at Purdue and a 44-25 victory over Wisconsin.

® The Huskers' 5-1 mark at the midpoint of the season was NU's best six-game record since 2016,
when Nebraska began the season with seven wins. The 5-1 start marked the 10th time since 2000
Nebraska has been 5-1 or better through six games.

NOTING LAST GAME

® Nebraska's 44 points were its most in two
seasons under Coach Matt Rhule and its
most since scoring 56 vs. Northwestern in
2021. Nebraska's 24 first-half points were its
most since scoring 28 in the first half against
Colorado.

Defensively, Nebraska did not allow a
rushing touchdown to the Badgers, and
did not allow a rushing touchdown in seven
home games. This year marked the first time
NU went an entire home season without
allowing a rushing touchdown since 1939.

Running back Emmett Johnson rushed 16
times for a career-high 113 yards, bettering
his previous high of 84 yards against
Maryland in 2023.

Johnson’s 100-yard rushing game was the
first by Nebraska this season and the first
for the Huskers since quarterback Chubba
Purdy rushed for 105 yards at Wisconsin
last season. Johnson is the first Nebraska
running back to rush for 100 yards in a game
since Anthony Grant had 135 rushing yards
last September against Louisiana Tech.

True freshman receiver Jacory Barney Jr.
caught nine passes for 85 yards in the game,
setting career highs in both categories and
marking his fourth game this season with at
least five catches.

® Sophomore running back Dante Dowdell
had touchdown runs of 12, 3 and 1 yards
to give him 11 rushing touchdowns this
season. His three-TD effort was the first by
Nebraska since Devine Ozigbo had three
against lllinois in 2018 and his 11 rushing
touchdowns are the most by a Husker since
Ozigbo had 12 in 2018.

* Nebraska's early-season success was largely a result of fast starts. Nebraska out-scored its first six
opponents in the second quarter by a total of 65-3. For the season, Nebraska has an 109-51 edge
in the second quarter. In 2023, Nebraska was out-scored 81-66 in the second quarter.

* Nebraska has pitched three first-half shutouts (Colorado, Purdue, Rutgers), and allowed just 43
first-half points in its seven home games. Dating back to 2023, Nebraska has allowed just six first-
quarter touchdowns in its past 17 games.

* Nebraska was ranked in both national polls for two consecutive weeks (Sept. 8, Sept. 15). Nebraska
rose as high as 22nd in both polls. The No. 22 AP ranking was Nebraska's highest since being
ranked 17th entering the 2016 regular-season finale at lowa.

® The Sept. 20 game with lllinois was the first matchup of two AP ranked teams at Memorial Stadium
since 2013 (vs. UCLA) and the first Big Ten games between two ranked teams since 2011 when
13th-ranked Nebraska defeated No. 9 Michigan State.

BLACKSHIRT DEFENSE STRONG AGAIN IN 2024

For the second straight year, Nebraska has featured one of the Big Ten's top defenses.

* Nebraska allowed just 20 points in its first three games, the fewest through three games since allowing
16 points in the first three games in 2005. NU ranks 25th in scoring defense at 20.0 points per game.

* Nebraska has held five opponents to 10 or fewer points. The five opponents held to 10 or fewer
points is the most in a season since the 2009 team held eight of 14 opponents to 10 or fewer points.

* With an overtime touchdown, lllinois ended a streak of 10 straight opponents Nebraska had held
to 24 or fewer points. It was the longest stretch Nebraska had limited the opposition to 24 points
or less since a 14-game stretch spanning the 2009 and 2010 seasons.

¢ Nebraska's defense was dominant at home this season. Since the start of the 2023 season, just
four of 14 opponents at Memorial Stadium have scored more than 14 points.

® Before the Oct. 19 game at Indiana, Nebraska had held 13 straight opponents to less than
400 total yards dating back to last season. The last time Nebraska held more than 13 straight
opponents to less than 400 yards was part of a 14-game stretch spanning the final three games of
2008 and first 11 contests of 2009. Overall, Nebraska has held eight of 11 opponents this season
and 15 of its last 18 opponents to fewer than 400 yards.

* Nebraska has held five opponents this season to less than 300 yards, including limiting Ohio State
to a season-low 285 yards after the Buckeyes entered the game averaging better than 500 yards
per game.

* Nebraska has gone 21 consecutive games without allowing 300 passing yards, dating back to last
season. That is the longest streak for the Huskers since a 29-game stretch without allowing 300
passing yards spanning the 2008 to 2010 seasons.

* Nebraska is allowing 329.2 yards of total offense per game, which ranks 35th nationally.

* Nebraska has allowed 38 plays of 20+ yards (9 rush, 29 pass), the 26th-fewest in the country.

SHUTTING DOWN THE RUN

Nebraska's defense has been strong against the run over the past two seasons, and shutting
down the run has been a key for Nebraska this season. The Huskers rank 21st nationally in rushing
defense at 110.9 yards per game. In its six victories, Nebraska has allowed just 75.7 rushing yards
per game.

* Nebraska held its first six opponents without a rushing touchdown, before Indiana reached the
end zone on the ground. The six-game stretch tied for the longest season-opening streak in FBS
without allowing a rushing touchdown in the past 10 seasons. Prior to this year, the last team to
not allow a rushing touchdown through its first six games was Georgia in 2019. The last Big Ten
team to not allow a rushing touchdown in its first six games was lowa in 2013.

e Dating back to last season, the Huskers have not allowed a rushing touchdown in 14 of their past
18 games, including nine of 11 games in 2024.

e Nebraska did not allow a rushing touchdown in its seven home games this season. This year
marked the first time since 1939 Nebraska went an entire home season without allowing a rushing
touchdown.

* Nebraska held Colorado to 16 rushing yards, the fewest rushing yards by an opponent since Purdue
had -2 rushing yards in 2020. NU has also held UTEP (56), Purdue (50), Rutgers (78) and Ohio State
(64) to less than 80 rushing yards. In 23 games under Head Coach Matt Rhule, the Huskers have
held the opponent to less than 100 rushing yards 13 times, including nine with 75 yards or less.

® Nebraska has allowed just three individual 100-yard rushers in 23 games over the past two seasons.

e The rush defense is assisted by Nebraska's strong sack numbers. The Huskers have 26 sacks,
including three games with four or more sacks. Nebraska had 32 sacks in 2023 which marked the
most sacks by Nebraska since recording 39 in 2013.

OFFENSE SHINES IN WIN OVER WISCONSIN

The Nebraska offense put together its most complete game of the past two seasons in the
Huskers' 44-25 victory over Wisconsin. Nebraska's 44 points were the most in two seasons under
Coach Matt Rhule and the most by the Huskers since a 56-7 win over Northwestern in October of
2021.

e In addition to its top scoring output in 41 games, Nebraska put together a strong statistical effort
in the victory. The Huskers' 473 yards of total offense were their most since the season opener
against UTEP when Nebraska gained 507 yards. Nebraska ran for 180 yards, its second-highest
total of the season and its most since running for 223 yards in the season opener. In the passing
game, Nebraska's 293 yards was its second highest total of the season, trailing only 297 passing
years in an overtime loss to lllinois.

* Nebraska scored 24 first-half points against the Badgers, marking the Huskers' most in the first
half since scoring 28 in the first half against Colorado. It was Nebraska's highest point total in
the first half of a conference game since scoring 35 in the first half against Northwestern in 2021.

NOTING THE 2024 HUSKER OFFENSE

Nebraska's offensive showing against Wisconsin was similar to its impressive start to the season,
highlighted by its effort in the opener against UTEP.

¢ Nebraska defeated UTEP 40-7 in the opener, and the 33-point margin of victory was Nebraska's
largest since a 56-7 victory over Northwestern in 2021. It was the Huskers' largest margin of
victory in a season opener since a 43-10 win over Fresno State to open the 2016 season.

® Nebraska scored at least 24 points in its first five games, the first time NU has had five straight
games with 24 or more points since a five-game streak spanning the 2018 and 2019 seasons. It
was the first time the Huskers have scored at least 24 points in their first five games since 2016.

¢ Nebraska has outscored opponents 168-99 in the first half. NU's 30 points in the first half against
UTEP were its most in a first half since scoring 35 in the first half against Northwestern in 2021.

e The Huskers gained 507 yards of total offense against UTEP, the most by NU since gaining 575
yards against Georgia Southern in 2022.

¢ Nebraska's 284 passing yards against UTEP were its most since throwing for 354 yards at Purdue
in 2022. Nebraska has added passing outputs of 281 yards vs. UNI, 297 yards against lllinois,
257 yards at Purdue and 293 yards vs. Wisconsin. The Huskers average 231.5 yards per game
through the air.

® Nebraska had 223 rushing yards against UTEP with 11 players having at least one carry. The win
over UTEP marked the first time Nebraska topped 200 yards in both rushing and passing since
2022 against Georgia Southern.

¢ Nebraska has shown its many offensive weapons throughout the season. Sixteen players have
carried the ball, and 16 Huskers have caught a pass. In the opener, Nebraska had 11 ball carriers
and 11 receivers, the most in both categories in a single game since 2021.

RAIOLA GUIDING HUSKER OFFENSE

True freshman quarterback Dylan Raiola took the reins of the Husker offense from the start of
the season. Raiola has thrown for better than 200 yards six times, including a career-high 297 yards
and three touchdowns against lllinois and 293 yards last week against Wisconsin. Overall, Raiola
has thrown for 2,405 yards and 12 touchdowns. His passing yardage leads all FBS true freshmen
and he is one of only eight freshmen (true or redshirt) with more than 2,000 passing yards.

e Raiola is challenging the Nebraska freshman single-season passing yardage record, needing 213
yards to surpass Adrian Martinez's record of 2,617 yards as a true freshman in 2018. Raiola and
Martinez are the only Huskers to throw for 2,000 yards as a freshman.

e Raiola has completed 66.4 percent of his passes to rank first nationally among freshmen. He
connected on at least 70 percent in each of the first three games. He was the first NU quarterback
to complete at least 70 percent of his passes in three straight games since Jeff Quinn in 1980.

® On a national level, Raiola was the first true freshman since Marcus Mariota (2012, Oregon) to
complete at least 70 percent of his passes in each of his first three games.

e Raiola has been sharp the past two weeks, connecting of 55-0f-76 passing for a 72.4 completion
rate in games against USC and Wisconsin.

e Raiola's three touchdown passes against lllinois marked the first time a Nebraska quarterback had
three touchdown passes since Casey Thompson at lowa in 2022.

e In the season opener against UTEP, Raiola completed 19-of-27 passes for 238 yards and two
touchdowns, while playing just one series after halftime. Raiola became just the second true
freshman Husker quarterback since World War Il to start a season opener, joining Adrian Martinez
in 2018. Raiola earned Big Ten Freshman of the Week honors for his play in the opener.

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HOME OF THE HUSKERS

Memorial Stadium celebrated its 100th year in
2023. In the fall of 1922, a drive for $430,000
in stadium construction funds was undertaken
by faculty, students, alumni and friends of the
University.

The stadium was named Memorial Stadium
to honor all Nebraskans who served in the
Civil and Spanish-American Wars; the 751
Nebraskans who died in World War |; the
3,839 in World War Il; the 225 in Korea; the
422 in Vietnam; and those in Iraq.

Construction was completed in a few more
than 90 working days and Memorial Stadium
was dedicated on Oct. 20, 1923, at the
Homecoming game in which Nebraska was
held to a scoreless tie by Kansas.

The field at Memorial Stadium was named
Tom Osborne Field - after the Huskers'
legendary Hall-of-Fame coach - in 1998, one
year after Osborne's retirement following 25
years and 255 victories as head coach.

HUSKERS POSSESS VETERAN OFFENSIVE LINE

The most experienced unit on the Nebraska team entering 2024 was the offensive line. Husker
offensive linemen combined to play in 224 career games with 153 career starts entering this season.

* According to research compiled by West Virginia's Mike Montoro, Nebraska's 209 combined
offensive line starts ranks as the fifth most in the country.

e Bryce Benhart, a member of the Outland Trophy watch list, leads the way with 52 career starts,
starting 52 of 55 games at right tackle the past five seasons. Benhart's 52 career starts are the
most starts by an offensive lineman in program history, and he is one start from tying the school
record for career starts (Alex Henery, PK/P, 53 starts, 2007-10). Benhart has played in 58 career
games, tied with teammate Ty Robinson for the Nebraska school record.

Ben Scott is in his second season as Nebraska's starting center. A member of the Rimington
Trophy watch list, Scott has started all 11 games this season and 22 of 23 games since joining the
Huskers. He has made 50 career starts, including his three seasons at Arizona State.

Justin Evans (16 starts), Henry Lutovsky (13 starts), and Gunnar Gottula (7 starts) are the other
regular starters on the offensive line. Evans has been in the starting lineup for all 11 games this
season, with Lutovsky starting the past nine contests. Gottula has started the past seven games
after an early season injury to senior Turner Cocoran.

Corcoran has started 35 games for the Huskers with 30 starts at left tackle, three starts at left
guard and two starts at right tackle. Corcoran had started 30 consecutive games before suffering
a season-ending injury against Northwestern last season. He has missed Nebraska's past seven
games after being injured against lllinois.

Transfer Micah Mazzccua has started 24 games in his career, including 11 starts at right guard for
Florida in 2023, 10 starts at Baylor in 2022, and three games for the Huskers this season.

¢ Teddy Prochazka has started 11 career games, but was lost for the season after an injury during fall
camp. The injury marked the third time in four years Prochazka has suffered a season-ending injury.

TRANSFERS ADD EXPERIENCE TO NEBRASKA ROSTER

Nebraska added 60 newcomers to its roster in 2024. That number includes a large freshman class
of 48, but adding experience to the roster are 12 first-year transfers, including six FBS transfers.

® The group of six FBS transfers all came from Power Conference programs. The six players have
combined for 221 games played and 114 starts in their careers.

¢ Stefon Thompson played in 38 games with 21 starts at linebacker for Syracuse. He made his
first career start at Nebraska against UNI and had six tackles and added five against lllinois. He
has 26 total tackles on the season and 200 career tackles.

® Micah Mazzccua started 21 games on the offensive lines at Baylor and Florida. In 2022 at Baylor,
PFF ranked Mazzccua as the best run-blocker in the Big 12 and the nation's 15th-best run blocker.

¢ Ceyair Wright made 15 starts at cornerback for USC in 2022 and 2023, and has started six of

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NEBRASKA CELEBRATES 400TH CONSECUTIVE SELLOUT

Nebraska celebrated its 400th consecutive sellout at Memorial Stadium on Sept. 20 against
lllinois. The Huskers have sold out every game at Memorial Stadium for more than six decades,
beginning with a game against Missouri on Nov. 3, 1962. Nebraska added sellouts in its final three
homes games, with the streak at 403 games heading into the 2025 season.

e During the sellout streak, Memorial Stadium has expanded several times and capacity has grown
from 31,080 in 1962 to the current capacity of 82,841. Over 31 million fans have watched the
Huskers at Memorial Stadium during the streak.

e Nebraska has a record of 326-77 during the sellout streak. The game against No. 24 lllinois was
the 87th matchup against a ranked opponent during the sellout streak, with Nebraska owning a
47-40 mark in those games.

SINGLE-DIGIT NUMBERS AWARDED TO 'TOUGHEST' HUSKERS

For the second straight season, single-digit jersey numbers were awarded to the team's
"toughest” players. The single-digit honorees were chosen through a players-only vote and the
players then got to choose which single-digit number they wanted.

e The tradition of single-digit numbers being reserved for the chosen few dates back to Rhule's
time at Temple.

"l got really tired of having a guy in my program who had spent three years at like No. 47...
wanted to wear No. 1 or No. 3, and he had earned it and we would give it to a recruit," Rhule
said prior to the 2023 season. "What we decided was (numbers) 1-9, now 0-9, would go to the
nine or now 10 'toughest' guys on the team. When | say 'toughest', we define that for the guys,
but really the guys who best exemplify what it means to be a Cornhusker. To be accountable, to
be dependable, to be tough, hard-working, competitive every single day."

RHULE GUIDES NEBRASKA TO BOWL GAME IN SECOND SEASON
Nebraska went 5-7 in Matt Rhule's first season in 2023, and notched its sixth win and bowl

eligibility with a win over Wisconsin last week. The second-year improvement continues a trend of

Rhule making progress in the second season in each of his previous two college coaching jobs.

e In his first head coaching job at Temple, Rhule helped the Owls to a four-win improvement from
his first season to his second. Then at Baylor, Rhule guided the Bears to a six-win improvement
from year one to year two. That improvement ranked third nationally and was the largest win
improvement of any Power Conference program that season.

Rhule took on rebuilding jobs at Temple, Baylor and Nebraska, which contributed to an 8-28
combined record in his first season at each school. But excluding his first season at Temple, Baylor
and Nebraska, Rhule boasts a 50-27 record with three 10-win seasons in six seasons.

e Rhule has a proven record as a program builder. He led both Temple and Baylor to the highest win
totals in program history in his third season at each school.

Rhule guided Temple to a pair of trips to the American Athletic Conference title game, the first
two appearances in the league title game in school history. His 2016 Owl team won the school’s
first conference title in nearly 40 years.

Rhule led Temple to back-to-back bowl appearances for the first time in school history in 2015
and 2016.

At Baylor, Rhule became the first head coach at a Power Conference school to take a team from
11 losses (1-11in 2017) to 11 victories (11-3 in 2019) in two or fewer seasons.

The 2019 Baylor team set a school record for wins with 11 and the Bears’ 9-0 start was the best in
school history.

HOLGORSEN HANDLING PLAY-CALLING DUTIES

Head Coach Matt Rhule announced on Nov. 11 that veteran coach Dana Holgorsen will take
over Nebraska's offensive coordinator and play-calling duties for the remainder of the 2024 season.
Holgorsen originally joined the Nebraska staff the previous week in a consultant role. Nebraska has
responded offensively in the first two games under Holgorsen, with the Huskers' 44-point output
against Wisconsin marking its best point total in 41 games, and its total offense, rushing and passing
totals were all the second-highest of the 2024 campaign.

¢ Holgorsen brings 32 years of collegiate experience to the Husker staff, including 13 seasons as a
head coach. Holgorsen served as West Virginia's head coach from 2011 to 2018 and was the head
coach at Houston from 2019 to 2023.

e He also has a distinguished career as an offensive coordinator, leading offenses at Texas Tech
(2005-07), Houston (2008-09) and Oklahoma State (2010).

e In six seasons as an FBS offensive coordinator, Holgorsen's offenses have ranked in the top six
nationally in total offense all six years, in the top three in passing offensive every year and in the
top 13 in scoring offense each season.

® Holgorsen's average offensive rankings in his six seasons as an FBS offensive coordinator are
second in passing offense, third in total offense and sixth in scoring offense.

19 PLAYING 2024 SEASON AS COLLEGE GRADUATES

Nineteen Huskers are playing this season as college graduates, including 15 players who earned
their degrees from Nebraska and four players who joined the Husker program as graduate transfers.
In addition to the 19 players who have already graduated, 11 Huskers are on track to earn their
degrees in December.

State, Purdue, Rutgers, UCLA, USC and
Wisconsin in 2024. The Huskers did not
play Maryland, Michigan, Michigan State,
Minnesota, Northwestern, Oregon, Penn

* Nebraska opened the 2024 season at home
against UTEP, marking the first season since
2019 that Nebraska played its first game of
the season at home.

® The Huskers played their opener in August
for the fourth straight year and the fifth time
in the past five full seasons (2020 excluded).

COACHING STAFF NOTES

e Matt Rhule is in his second season at
Nebraska in 2024. Rhule is in his 12th season
as a head coach after previously leading
programs at Temple (2013-16) and Baylor
(2017-19) along with an NFL stint as head
coach of the Carolina Panthers (2020-22).

e Rhule owns a career record of 58-55 in his
nine seasons as a college head coach. He
has a proven record as a program builder
after taking on rebuilding projects at Temple,
Baylor and Nebraska.

Rhule’s college teams have taken a step
forward in his second season at each school.
Temple improved by four wins in Rhule’s
second season in 2014 and Baylor improved
by six wins in his second season in 2018, an
improvement that led all power conference
teams and ranked third in the FBS.

Rhule then guided both the Owls and Bears
to a school-record win total in his third
season, when both teams also played in the
conference championship game.

Matt Rhule has a proven track record as a program builder. In his first two collegiate head
coaching jobs at Temple (2013-16) and Baylor (2017-19), Rhule led both the Owls and the Bears
to their most victories in school history in just his third season. He also took both teams to the

conference championship game in year three.

Rhule took Temple from two wins in his first season to a school-record 10 victories in both his

third and fourth seasons with an appearance in the conference championship game both seasons.

He then took Baylor from one win in his first season to a school-record 11 victories in his third

season and an appearence in the Big 12 Championship Game and the Sugar Bowl.

Before taking the Nebraska job, Rhule one won conference title, three division titles and

produced three seasons with double-digit wins in a five-season span (2015-19).

TAKING TEMPLE TO NEW HEIGHTS
In his tenure at Temple from 2013 to 2016,
Rhule took the Owls to new heights.

e In Rhule's second season in 2014, Temple
posted the program's first win over an SEC
team since 1938, its first win over a ranked
opponent in 16 seasons and the program's
largest margin of victory in nearly 50 years.

Rhule won 10 games in both 2015 and 2016.
He is responsible for two of the three 10-win
seasons in Temple's 124-year history.

He also took the Owls to back-to-back bowl
games in 2015 and 2016, the first time Temple
played in a bowl in consecutive seasons.

In 2015, Rhule led Temple to the American
Athletic Conference Championship Game,
the first conference title game in program
history.

The next season, Rhule guided the Owls to
their second conference title in program
history and the first in nearly 40 years.

Temple has spent a total of 16 weeks ranked
in the 88-year history of the Associated Press
top-25 poll. More than half of those top-25
rankings (9) came under Rhule in 2015 and
2016.
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AN ENCORE AT BAYLOR

At Temple, Rhule led the Owls to their highest
season win total in program history, their first
conference championship game appearance
and an impressive run in the national rankings.
He produced an encore by repeating each of
those same feats in three seasons at Baylor.

e Baylor finished with 11 losses in Rhule's first
season in 2017 but two years later, he guided
the Bears to 11 wins in 2019. Baylor became
the first Power Conference program to go
from 11 losses to 11 wins in two or fewer
seasons.

Baylor won its final two games of the 2018
season and its first nine games of the 2019
campaign. The 11 straight victories marked
the second-longest winning streak in school
history, while Baylor's 9-0 start in 2019 was
the best start in program history.

In 2019, Rhule led Baylor to its most wins (11)
in school history, the Bears advanced to their
first Big 12 Championship Game and played
in the Sugar Bowl for only the second time in
program history.

Baylor finished with a No. 13 ranking in 2019,
the Bears' second-highest final ranking since
