+ Two traditional powerhouse teams duke it out in a historic setting at the Los Angeles Memoarial
Caoliseum.

+ USC and Nebraska, both in the hunt for bowl eligibility, will face off on Saturday, Nov. 16 in Los Angeles
atTp.m. PT.

« The game will be broadcast nationally on FOX.

+ Saturday’'s game is also USC's 101st Homecoming Weekend, welcoming back Trojan alumni to
campus.

+ USC has won 11 national championships, Nebraska b.

+ USC has appeared in an unprecedented 33 Rose Bowls where it has a 25-8 mark (.7568) (not includin
1 appearance and 1 loss later vacated due to NCAA penalty; original record: 34 Rose Bowls, 25-9, .735?
That is not only the most Rose Bowl wins of any team, but also the most wins by a school in a single bowl.
Nebraska has been in the Rose Bowl 4 times and is 0-4.

« Both schools have produced Heisman Trophy winners (USC has 8 [the most of any college football
program], Nebraska 3).

+ The Trojans claim 176 All-American first teamers, while the Caornhuskers have 110.

+ USC has 879 all-time wins with a .694 winning percentage, while Nebraska boasts 922 all-time wins
with a .678 winning percentage. (Not including USC's 14 wins and 1 loss vacated due to NCAA penalty;
original record: 893, .696.)

WASHINGTON GAME RECAP

« USC fell 21-26 to Washington on the road at Husky Stadium in Seattle in an emotional loss.

* All 4 of USC's losses have heen within 1 score (1 point versus Maryland, 3 points versus Michigan and
Penn State, 5 points versus Washington and 7 points versus Minnesota), and all have been within the last
minute of regulation play or in overtime.

+ OB Miller Moss went 30-0f-560 (.600) for 293 yards and 2 TD with 3 INTs.

* RB Woody Marks led the Trojans with 22 carries for 123 yards and 1 TD.

* WR Zachariah Branch led the Trojans in receiving yards with 102 on 6 receptions.

+ In USC'’s second offensive series, Moss was picked off after a ball intended for WR Kyle Ford was
tipped into the hands of Washington LB Carson Bruener, which ended up resulting in a Husky field goal.
Washington RB Jonah Coleman rushed for a 19-yard TD to close out the first quarter.

+ Branch caught a 25-yard pass from Moss that was originally ruled a fumble. Video review showed
Branch was down, giving USC a much-needed first down in Washington territory. The drive concluded with
al-yard TD from Marks.

« Washington responded with another TD and a field goal to extend its lead to 20-7 going into halftime.

« After making halftime adjustments, the Trojans regrouped and came out of the locker room
aggressively. WR Makai Lemon scored a 37-yard TD, and then USC took a 21-20 lead after Ford scored on a
9-yard TD reception.

+ On USC'’s next possession, Mass threw a pick, which resulted in a Washington TO, but a failed two-
point conversion.

« The Trojans then marched down to Washington’s 1-yard line in the fourth quarter with a chance to pull
in front but the Huskies stopped running back Woody Marks on fourth down and took over with 5:04 left in
the game.

+ Washington was forced to punt on its drive, and Moss led the Trojans to the Husky 14. On third-and-4,
Moss' attempt to WR Kyron Hudson was broken up by CB Ephesians Prysock. Moss’ final chance on fourth

down fell incomplete.

« He is the first Polynesian quarterback to start for USC.

» As a redshirt freshman in 2023, Maiava led UNLV to its most wins since 1984 and a first-ever
appearance in the Mountain West Championship.

+ He completed 224-0f-353 passes (63.56%) for 3,085 yards and 17 TDs with 10 INTs, plus he rushed for
277 yards on 73 carries (3.8 avg.) and scored 3 TOs while seeing action and starting in all 14 games.

» He also recorded 2 tackles. Maiava was named the 2023 Mountain West Freshman of the Year and the
2023 College Football Network Freshman Quarterback of the Year.

» He earned placement on the 2023 All-Mountain West Second Team and the 2023 Phil Steele All-
Mountain West Second Team.

+ He set the Mountain West record for Freshman of the Week honors with 5.

- Maiava redshirted the 2022 season and did not see any action at quarterback.

» He is majoring in Communication at USC.

» While at UNLV, Maiava earned placement on the Fall 2023 Academic All-Mountain West Team.

« His uncle is former Trojan linebacker, Kaluka Maiava (2005-08).

/ After Nebraska opened the game’s scoring on PK Drew Brown's 34-yard
field goal when it took over at midfield following a partially blocked punt, Jackson
ran back the ensuing kickoff a Holiday Bowl-record 88 yards for a TD. Nebraska
answered with a 18-yard Armstrong-to-Bell TD pass, then USC countered with a
42-yard field goal by PK Andre Heidari to tie the game at 10-10 midway through
the opening quarter. Armstrong hit WR De’Mornay Pierson-El with a 9-yard scoring
pass late in the quarter, but USC responded again as Kessler found Agholor for
a 17-yard TD early in the second quarter. The rlEf'ans then took a 24-17 lead into
halftime on Allen’s 2-yard scoring run to cap an 80-yard drive.

» A new era begins for the Trojans as USC enters the Big Ten Conference -- new opponents, new
stadiums and a Rose Bowl worthy matchup every weekend.

+ The Trojans will play six home games in 2024. Troy will welcome league opponents Wisconsin,
Penn State, Rutgers and Nebraska to the Coliseum as well as non-conference foes Utah State and Notre
Dame. USC will visit Michigan, Minnesota, Maryland, Washington and UCLA on the road. The Trojans
opened the 2024 season with a neutral site game and a 27-20 victory against LSU at Allegiant Stadium
in Las Vegas.

+ USC will have byes on Sept 14 and Nov. 9.

» Coming out with a bang, the Trojans faced traditional powerhouse LSU in the Vegas Kickoff
Classic on Sept1and waon 27-20 to kick of the 2024 season.

» USC returned to Los Angeles for its home opener against Utah State on Sept. 7 The Trojans’
inaugural Big Ten matchup was in the Big House - a stage waorthy of such a debut. USC traveled to
Michigan (with new head coach Sherrone Moore) on Sept. 21 for this iconic game which kicked off a new
era of Trojan football. USC fell to the Wolverines 24-27 and are now 6-5 all-time against Michigan. The
Trojans then returned home to the Coliseum to host Wisconsin on Sept. 28. USC now haolds a 7-1record
against the Badgers after defeating Wisconsin 38-21.

+ Another road game awaited USC as the Trojans visited Minnesota on Oct. 5 and lost 17-24.
The Trojans are now 6-2-1 against the Gophers. Back at home on Oct. 12, USC challenged a familiar
opponent, the Penn State Nittany Lions. USC fell in a devestating 30-33 overtime loss to Penn State.
The Trojans then traveled back east for a first-time match up versus Maryland on Oct. 19 (USC lost
28-29). Wrapping up October, USC welcomed Rutgers, another new opponent, to the Coliseum on Oct.
2bThe Trojans won 42-20.

« USC then traveled to Washington (with new head coach Jedd Fisch) on Nov. 2 for a familiar match
up. USC fell in a tight game 21-26. On Nov. 16, the Trojans host Nebraska in the Coliseum. USC is 4-0-1
versus the Cornhuskers, last facing them in 2014, in a 45-42 victory in the Holiday Bowl. Finally, USC
travels to the Rose Bowl to challenge crosstown rival UGLA (with new head coach DeShaun Foster] to
wrap up Big Ten Conference play on Nov. 23. USC leads its series with UCLA 50-34-7, notincluding Troy’s
2004 and 2006 victories that were vacated due to NCAA penalty (original record: 52-34-7). USC returns
back to the Coliseum for its final home game of the 2024 season against Notre Dame. The greatest
intersectional rivalry in college football will be played on Nov. 30.

» The 2024 season will conclude with the annual Big Ten Football Championship Game on Dec.
7 at Lucas 0il Stadium in Indianapolis, which will feature the top two teams in the overall conference
standings at the end of the regular season, with the winner earning the Big Ten Championship.

LAST YEAR

- The 2023 Trojans went 8-5 and 5-4 in Pac-12 play. Riley’s high-powered brand of offense, led by
defending Heisman Trophy winner QB Caleb Williams, put up points all season resulting in USC ranking
No. 3 in the nation in scoring offense (41.8), No. 3 in team passing efficiency (170.88), No. 5 in passing
offense (333.0) and No. 10 in total offense (467.6). Williams ranked in the national Top 20 in points
responsible for per game, points responsible for, passing efficiency, passing yards per game, passing
touchdowns, yards per pass attempt, total offense, passing yards, completion percentage, passing
yards per completion and completions per game. He was a finalist for the Manning Award and Johnny
Unitas Golden Arm Award. Williams was selected as the No. 1 pick in the 2024 NFL Draft by the Chicago
Bears. In addition to being the only head coach to tutor three Heisman Trophy winning quarterbacks,
Riley now holds the record for most quarterbacks coached who have been selected at No. 1 all-time
(Baker Mayfield in 2018, Kyler Murray in 2019 and Williams in 2024). In seven years as a head coach,
Riley is now also tied for the most No. 1 overall draft selections coached at any paosition with Georgia’s
Wally Butts (Frank Sinkwich in 1943, Charley Trippi in 1945 and Harry Babcock in 1953) who coached the
Bulldogs fram 1939 to 1960.

+ Alsoin 2023, freshman wide receiver and electric return specialist Zachariah Branch was named
USC's first-ever true freshman First Team All-American for his special teams efforts. Branch also won
the Jet Award presented annually to the nation’s most outstanding return specialist. He was the first
Trojan since Adoree’ Jackson in 2016 to have a punt return and kickoff return for a TD, as well as at least
one receiving TO in the same season. Jackson had 2 punt returns and 2 kickoff returns for TDs and 1TD
reception during the 2016 season. Since 1971 (when records are available) Branch is one of just 3 USC
players to accomplish the feat, joining Jackson and Curtis Conway (1992 - 1 kickoff return T0, 1 punt
return 70, 5 rec TDs).

» The Trojans wrapped up the season on a high-note with a thrilling Holiday Bowl victory as QB
Miller Moss stepped in leading the Trojans to defeat No. 16 Louisville 42-28. Moss, the Holiday Bowl
Offensive MVP threw b touchdown passes setting the record for most touchdown passes thrown in a
Holiday Bowl, most touchdown passes thrown in a USC bowl game, most touchdown passes thrown
by a USC OB is his first Trojan start and tied the Pac-12 Bowl Game passing touchdown record. WR
Tahj Washington also amassed 1,000 yards for the first time in his career. S Calen Bullock and RET
Zachriah Branch were named to the All-Pac-12 First Team. Seven total Trojans (Williams, Washington,
Bullock, RB MarShawn Lloyd, OL Jarrett Kingston, WR Brenden Rice and RUSH Solomon Byrd) were
drafted in 2024, marking the most USC players drafted since 2011.

+ USC head coach Lincoln Riley created his own version of a vision board when manifesting his
ultimate defensive coaching staff.

+ “We rolled a whiteboard into my office, and we said our goal was to find the right coordinatar,
and then we wanted to find the best developers. Who do we think are the best developers of defensive
talent, culture, all of that,” said Riley. “We ended up with seven names on the board. And it was the
dream list -- if you could get anyone, who would it be? And we ended up hiring four of those seven. So
we batted a pretty decent percentage.”

« The Trojans welcomed Defensive Coordinator D’Anton Lynn who previously held the same role
at UCLA and has also coached in the NFL. Lynn completely transformed the Bruin defense elevating
UCLA's defense from ranking No. 87 in 2022 to finishing the 2023 season ranked No. 10 in the nation.

« Former Los Angeles Rams defensive line coach Eric Henderson was named Co-Defensive
Coordinator/Run Game Coordinator/Defensive Line Coach. A Super Bowl Champion and award-
winning coach, Hendersan brings his philosophy of “Dawg Work”, discipline, attitude, work ethic and
grit, to establish a new culture in the defensive line room.

+ Matt Entz, a two-time FCS national championship winning head coach at North Dakota State
was named Assistant Head Coach for Defense/Linebackers Coach. The two-time FCS National Coach
of the Year brings a unique perspective to the defensive staff.

» Houston’s former defensive coordinator Doug Belk was welcomed to Troy as the Secondary
Coach. Belk has been considered one of the biggest rising stars in college football's coaching
landscape, and every new member of USC'’s defensive staff has either been a defensive coordinator
or a head coach.

+ After Kiel McDonald took a new joh with the Los Angeles Chargers, USC hired former TCU
running backs coach Anthony Jones Jr. as Running Backs Coach/Run Game Coordinator. He worked
side-by-side with former TCU offensive coordinator Garrett Riley (Lincoln’s brother) and helped to
coach the Horned Frogs to the 2022 College Football Playoff National Championship.

* This summer, the Division | Council on Tuesday approved a rule change adopted by the Football
Bowl Subdivision and Foothall Championship Subdivision Oversight Committees to permit any staff
member to provide technical and tactical instruction to student-athletes. With this rule change, three
staff members were elevated to new roles.

» Ryan Dougherty, a longtime analyst with Lincoln Riley, was officially been named Special
Teams Coordinator. Zach Crabtree, former offense analyst, was promoted to Assistant Offensive Line
Coach. Finally, legendary Trojan safety Taylor Mays, previously a defensive analyst, was promoted to
Assistant Defensive Backs Coach.

QUARTERBACKS

*Although USC's loses 2022 Heisman Trophy-winning and USC record-holding quarterback
Caleb Williams as the No. 1 pick in the 2024 NFL Draft, there is much to be excited about ahead of the
upcoming season.

+ USC fans witnessed what redshirt junior Miller Moss is capahle of in the 2023 Holiday Bowl. In
the modern era of college football where instantaneous gratification is demanded and where patience
is not often a virtue, USC OB Miller Moss changed the narrative. After backing up Caleb Williams (the
2022 Heisman Trophy winner) for two seasons who chaose to opt out of the bowl game, Moss went 23-
of-33 for 372 yards and 6 TOs in his first USC start. In his 3-year career at USC, the Holiday Bowl MVP is
B6-for-92 (71.7%) for 914 yards with 9 TDs and has rushed for 27 yards on 10 attempts in 12 games with
1 start. He holds the record for most TD passes thrown in a Holiday Bowl (6), most TD passes thrown
in a USC bowl game (6), most TD passes thrown by a USC QB is his first Trojan start (6) and tied the
Pac-12 Bowl Game passing TO record (B).

+ Joining the Trojans last spring from the portal was redshirt sophomore Jayden Maiava from
UNLV. As a redshirt freshman in 2023, Maiava led UNLV to its most wins since 1984 and a first-ever
appearance in the Mountain West Championship. Maiava was named the 2023 Mountain West
Freshman of the Year and the 2023 College Foothall Network Freshman Quarterback of the Year.
He earned placement on the 2023 All-Mountain West Second Team and the 2023 Phil Steele All-
Mountain West Second Team. He set the Mountain West record for Freshman of the Week honors with
five.

* Redshirt junior Jake Jensen and junior Gage Roy also return to Riley’s quarterback room.

« Newcomers Dylan Gebbia, a transfer from North Texas, and Jack Stupin, a freshman from
Tustin HS, add needed depth to the group.

--Moss went 27-0f-36 [750) for 378 yards [a career-best] and 1 70 with no INTs against LS. He
also rushed for -8 yards on 2 carries. He is the first Trojan starting quarterback to debut with back-
to-back wins over ranked teams since records available in 7971, He has started two games in his
career: Holiday Bow!l MVP in his debut and Big Ten Uffense Player of the Week in his second. Per PFF,
Moss was the third highest-graded B in the nation with a grade of 834 [just behind Ole Miss’ Jaxon
Dart [95.7] and Purdue’s Hudson Card [94.9]). Moss, with & plethora of aerial options, spread the ball
around to 70 different receivers, with 6 of them recording at least 45 yards or maore. He earned Big Ten
Offensive Player of the Week. This marks the first official Big Ten honor for a Trojan football player.

--Moss went 27-far-30 for 229 yards and a 70 with no INTs against Utah State. He also rushed for
7 yards on T carry. After week 2, Moss was the second highest rated starting JF in the Big Ten [10th
among all JBs] per PFF with a 90.8 grade. Maiava, USC's first Polynesian 0B, made his Trajan debut.
He went 8-for-T1 for 66 yards and recorded 7 carry for 7 yards to score a T0.

--Moss went 28-for-51[.545) for 283 yards with a season-high 3 T0s and 1INT against Michigan.
The last time a USC recorded at least 57 atternpts in a game was when farmer Heisman Trophy winner
Caleb Williams recorded 52 passing attempts against Tulane in the 2023 Cotton Bowl. Moss also
recorded 5 carries for -27 yards.

--Moss went 30-of-45 [.667]) with 3 TOs and 7INT against Wiscansin. He also tallied 5 carries for
77 yards, including calling his own number, rushing 7-yards with a successful spin move and dive into
the end zone to score a T0. Maiava recaorded 7 carry for 7 yards.

--Moss went 23-for-36 [[605]) with 1 T0 and 2 INTs against Minnesota. He also recorded 2 carries
for -39 yards.

--Moss went 20-for-34 [[568) with 2 TOs and 7INT against Penn State. He also recorded 7 carry

for -4 yards.

Moss also recorded 7 punt
for 39.0 yards. Maiava tallied 7 carry for 13 yards.

--Moss went 30-for-50 [[600) with 2 TOs and 3 INTs against
Washington. He also rushed for 5 yards on 7 carry.

RUNNING BACKS

» USC will feel the impact of losing MarShawn Lloyd who was drafted
by the Green Bay Packers as the fourth overall running back off the board
in the third round of the 2024 NFL Draft.

« Redshirt senior transfer Woody Marks, a record-breaking running
back from Mississippi State, brings veteran experience to a youthful
room. In his 4-year career at Mississippi State EDEU—EB], he recorded
410 carries for 1,883 yards (4.6 avg.) with a long of 52 yards and 22 TDs.
He also tallied 214 receptions for 1,225 yards (4.8 avg.) with a long of 32
and b TDs. He was the first in MSU histary with 214 career receptions, and
also has the most receiving yards by a running back (1,225) in Mississippi
State histary. He holds the MSU record for consecutive games with a
catch (45), which is the longest active streak nationally.

» The running back room will be full of fresh faces looking to make
a big impact. Trojan fans saw glimpses of redshirt freshman Quinten
Joyner in 2023, who saw action in 5 games as a true freshman. He
recorded 18 carries for 125 yards (6.9 avg.) with a long of 47 yards and
scored 1TD. He also had 1 catch for 7 yards.

+ Redshirt freshman A’Marion Peterson (2 carries for 14 yards [7.0
avg.]] looks to make his mark this season.

« Four-star recruit, freshman Bryan Jackson, the 2023 District 5-6A
Offensive MVP out of McKinney HS in Texas, enralled at USC in January
and participated in spring ball.

» USC also added sophomore Cian McKelvey and freshman King
Miller to the running back room.

--Marks led the Trajans with 68 rushing yards on 76 carries and 2 T0s
against LSU. He also recorded 3 receptions for 7 yards. Marks extended
his streak of consecutive games with a catch to 46, which is the longest
active streak in the nation. Joyner rushed for 12 yards on 4 carries and
had 7 catch for 4 yards.

--Marks led the Trojans with 13 carries for 103 rushing yards [79
avg.,] with 170 against Utah State. It was his third career 100-yard rushing
game. Marks' 7103 rushing yards were prior to the end of the first half
The last Trojan to record at least 100 rushing yards in the first half was
Ronald Jones Il who rushed for 109 rushing yards in the first game of the
Arizona State game in 2077 Marks’ 33-yard run in the first guarter was a
career-long. His previous career-best run was 32 yards, which was set
last season while with Mississippi State. He also recorded 3 receptions
for 39 yards. Joyner recorded a career-high 70 carries for a career-high
b4 yards [84 avg,] and 2 TOs. He also recorded 7 reception for 9 yards.
Jackson had his first 7 carries as a Trojan, rushing for 34 yards (4.9 avg.).
He aldo recorded 7catch for no gain. Peterson had a career-high 3 carries
for a career-high 18 yards [6.0 avg.] with his first career T0.

--Marks led the Trojans with 13 carries for 100 rushing yards [77
avg.] against Michigan. It was his fourth career 100-yard rushing game
and his second consecutive 100-yard rushing game. He also recorded
5 receptions for 40 yards. In a key moment, he ripped the football out
of Michigan OT Kenneth Grant's hand after the big defensive tackle had
recovered a fumble for Michigan. Marks also tallied 7 tackle. Joyner
tallied 3 carries for 23 yards. He also had 2 catches for 6 yards.

--Marks led the Trojans with 79 carries for 63 yards against
Wisconsin. He also recorded 4 receptions for 29 yards. Joyner tallied &
carries for 49 yards and had 7 catch for 70 yards. Jackson had 4 carries
for 12 yards.

--Marks led the Trgjans with 20 carries for 134 yards against
Minnesota. It was his fifth career 100-yard rushing game. He also tallied 4
receptions for 30 yards. Joyner had 4 carries for 44 yards, while Jackson
recorded 7 carry for 2 yards.

--Marks led the Trajans with 20 carries for 777 yards against Penn
State. It was his sixth career 100-yard rushing game. He also tallied 2
receptions for 44 yards. Joyner tallied 3 carries for 82 yards and 7 70,
He also had 2 catches for 12 yards and 7 T0. Joyner's 75-yard rushing 70
was a career-long run and the longest play from scrimmage by a Trajan
this season. It was also the longest rush by a Trajan since Ronald Jones
Il had an 86-yard TO run at Washington State on Sept. 25, 2077 as well as
the longest from scrimmage by the Trajans since Tahj Washington had a
J6-yard TO catch versus San Jose State on Aug. 26, 2023. Joyner is the
first Trofan to have a rushing and receiving T0 in the same game since
Austin Jones had a rushing and receiving T0 versus Califarnia on Oct. 28,
2023. This is also the second career 2 T0 game for Joyner.

--Marks led the Trajans with 17 carries for 82 yards and 7 T0 against
Maryland. He surpassed his single-season career-high rushing record by
collecting 667 rushing yards this season [former record was 582 yards
at Mississippi State in 2022). Joyner tallied 3 carries for 6 yards. He also
recorded 7 tackle when he took down Maryland OF Lavain Scruggs after
he intercepted Moss in the third guarter.

--Marks led the Trajans with 15 carries for 94 yards and 3 T0s against
Rutgers. The last Tragjan with 3 rushing T0s in a game was Heisman
Trophy winning JB Caleb Williams at Arizona on Oct./] 2023. The /ast
time that USC had a running back with 3 rushing TUs in a game was KB
Vavae Malepeai versus UCLA on Nov. 20, 2027. All of Marks’ T0s were in
the first half The last player to score 3 rushing TOs in one half of play
was Konald Jones Il on Nov. 4, 2077 against Arizona. He scored all 3 of
his TOs in the second half of play. Marks also had 5 catches for 48 yards
to extend his streak of consecutive games with at least one catch to 53,
which is the longest active streak in the nation. Joyner had 3 carries for
74 yards and 7 catch for 70 yards.

--Marks led the Trajans with 22 carries for 123 yards and 7 T0 against
Washington. He also recorded 7 receptions for 26 yards. Joyner tallied 6
carries for 38 yards.

WIDE RECEIVERS

+ USC will be missing the exciting playmakers of Tahj Washington
and Brenden Rice who were hoth drafted in the seventh round to the
Miami Dolphins and Los Angeles Chargers, respectively. However, the
Trojan wide receiving corps will once again be a strength of the Trojan
offense. With many players in the room now with a year of experience
under their belt, 2024 looks to be a year of electric aerial production from
some of the nation’s brightest young players.

* Redshirt junior Kyron Hudson, the most-senior of the wide receiver
room, saw action in 13 games (with 3 starts) as a redshirt sophomore
in 2023. He had 17 receptions for 189 yards (111 avg.) with a long of 33
yards and scored 2 TOs, including 1in the Holiday Bowl victory against
Louisville. He also participated on special teams and recorded 1 tackle
and 1 blocked punt.

» As a sophomore in 2024, Zachariah Branch, a First Team All-
American, will look to be an active contributor to the Trojan receiving
corps as well as a thrilling returner on special teams. He had a stellar
debut season as a true freshman in 2023. He is USC's first-ever true
freshman First Team All-American, after being named a USA Today
First Team All-American as a returner, a PFF First Team All-American as
a return specialist and a Sporting News First Team All-American as a
punt returner. Branch was also named to the Walter Camp All-American
Second Team and the FWAA All-American Second Team as a kick
returner. He is the only freshman to earn placement on either of those
teams. Additionally, he was named a Sports lllustrated Second Team All-
American as a kick returner, a FOX Sports Second Team All-American
as a kick returner, an Action Sports Second Team All-American as an
all-purpose player, Phil Steele All-American Second Team as a specialist,
a CBS Sports Honorable Mention All-American as a wide receiver/punt
returner, a Sports Info Solutions All-American Second Teamer as a
returner, a College Football News Honorabhle Mention Freshman All-
American as a wide receiver, the College Football Netwark Freshman
Specialist of the Year as a punt returner, a College Football Network
Freshman All-American, a FWAA Freshman All-American, The Athletic
First Team Freshman All-American, an All-Pac-12 First Teamer as a
return specialist, an All-Pac-12 Honorable Mention as an all-purpose/
special teams player, AP All-Pac-12 Second Teamer, and a Phil Steele All-
Pac-12 First Teamer as a punt returner. Additionally, he won the Jet Award
which is presented annually to the nation's most outstanding return
specialist. During the season, he was also named to The Sporting News
and ESPN Midseason All-American Teams. He collected 31 catches for
320 yards (10.3 avg.) with a long of 36 yards and scored 2 TDOs. Branch
also rushed for 70 yards on 9 carries (7.8 avg.) with a long of 21 yards and
scored 1TD. As USC's return specialist, he tallied 442 yards on 24 kickoff
returns (18.4 avg.) with a long of 96 yards and running one back for a TD.
He also recorded 332 yards on 16 punt returns (30.8 avg.) with a long of
75 yards, also running one back for a TD. He saw action in 11 games (all
but Colorado and Arizona) while starting 9. He is the first Trojan since
Adoree’ Jackson in 2016 to have a punt return and kickoff return for a TO,
as well as at least one receiving TD in the same season. Jackson had 2
punt returns and 2 kickoff returns for TOs and 1 TD reception during the
2016 season. Since 1971 (when records are available) Branch is one of
just 3 USC players ta accomplish the feat, joining Jackson and Curtis
Conway (1992 - 1 kickoff return TO, 1 punt return TO, 5 rec TOs). Branch
also finished the seasaon as the 2023 national statistical leader for punt
returns (20.8).

- Fellow sophomores Ja’Kobi Lane (7 catches for 93 yards [13.3
avg.] with a long of 31 yards and 2 TOs), Makai Lemon (6 receptions
for 88 yards [14.7 avg.] with a long of 40 yards and also saw action an
defense) and Duce Robinson (16 receptions for 351 yards [21.9 avg.] with
along of 71yards and 2 TDs and 1 blocked kick) will each have increased
roles in 2024.

« Senior Corey Nerhus and redshirt junior Josiah Zamora also make
up the USC wideout unit. Zamara was recently put on schalarship.
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+ USC welcomed redshirt senior transfer Jaden Richardson from
Tufts to Troy last spring. In his 4-year career at Tufts (2020-23), he played
in 22 games with 9 starts. As a senior in 2023, he was named to the
AllI-NESCAC First Team and also was awarded the 2023 NESCAC Co-
Offensive Player of the Year. Additionally, Richardson earned placement
on the D3Foothall.com All-Region First Team and the D3Football.com
All-American Fourth Team. He recorded 46 receptions for 830 yards
(18.0 avg.) with a team-leading 13 TDs while playing and starting in all 8
games.

» Freshman Xavier Jordan, one of the nation’s top high school
prospects, enrolled in January at USC. He was rated as the No. 4 player
in the state of California by On3, No. 7 by 247 Sports, No. 9 by ESPN and
No. 12 by Rivals. He was touted as the No. 13 wide receiver in the country
by On3, No. 15 by ESPN, No. 16 by 247Sports and No. 20 by Rivals. He was
named a 2024 Under Armour All-American, a 2024 Polynesian Bowl All-
Star and was invited to compete in the 2024 NBC All-American Bowl. In
his senior season at Sierra Canyon (Calif) HS in 2023, Jordan caught just
30 passes but turned it into 600 receiving yards (20.0 avg.) and 8 TDs.

« Over the summer, a familiar face rejoined the team. Kyle Ford, who
played at USC from 2018-22, came back home to Troy for his final year
of eligihility after a quick stint across town at UCLA during the 2023
seasaon.

+ USC also welcomed Jay Fair from Auburn. Fair caught 31 passes
(second-most on the team) for 324 yards (10.5 avg.) and 2 TDs in 2023.

+ USC also welcomed transfers Charles Ross (San José State) and
Donovan Wood (Middlebury) as well as freshman Seth Zamora (Josiah's
younger brother] to the wide receiver room.

--Hudson /led the Trajans as he tallied a career-high 5 catches for
83 yards and 2 T0s against LSU. He made a ‘catch of the year” worthy
one-handed, acrobatic catch in the second guarter mimicking Odell
Beckham Jr.'s most famous catch. This play set up the first 70 of the
game as RB Woody Marks scored a Z-yard TO later in the drive to give
USC a 7-0 lead. His second notable catch came in the fourth quarter
during USC's final 75-yard drive. He made another one-handed catch and
secured the ball into his body despite a blow [a targeting blow, at that]
from an LSU defender. This game-changing play set up USC to lock down
the victary with Mark's final TD of the game. Hudson's one-handed nab in
the second quarter was No. 7on Sunday's SportsCenter Top 70, while his
fourth quarter highlight was ranked No. 3. Branch recorded 56 receiving
yards on 5 catches, while Lane also caught 3 passes for 50 yards and 7
T0. Robinson tallied 2 catches for 49 yards and Ford had 2 receptions for
45 yards. Lermon notched 7 catch for 22 yards.

--Branch recorded 4 carries for 19 yards against Utah State. Lermon
tallied 3 receptions for 23 yards and 7 T0. Ford collected 2 receptions for
F5 yards. Lane had 2 catches for 76 yards. Fair also had 2 catches for 3
yards. Richardson notched 7 reception for 79 yards, while Hudson had 7
catch for 16 yards. Ross had 1reception for 77 yards.

--Branch led the Trajans with a career-high 6 receptions for a career-
high 98 yards against Michigan. Lane tallied 4 catches for 50 yards and 7
TL. Fair recorded 3 receptions for 42 yards and 770, his first as a Trajan.
Hudson had 3 receptions for 37 yards, and Kobinson notched 2 catches
for 79 yards and 7700

--Lane led the Trajans with a career-best 70 catches for a career-
best 105 yards and tied a career-best 2 T0s against Wisconsin. Branch
had 4 receptions for 44 yards and also recorded 7 rush for 75 yards.
Hudson tallied 4 catches for 42 yards, while Robinson made 2 catches
for 40 yards and 7 T0. Ford notched 2 receptions for 24 yards.

--Hudson led the Trajans with 5 receptions for 54 yards against
Minnesaota. Kobinson talled 4 receptions for 39 yards with 7 T0. Lermon
had 3 catches for 37 yards, while Branch recorded 3 receptions for 70
yards and 7 carry for 2 yards. Ford notched 2 receptions for 17 yards, and
Lane had 2 catches for 13 yards.

--Lemon led the Tragjans with & receptions for 73 yards against
Penn State. Hudson tallied 4 catches for 36 yards and 7 70, while Lane
had 2 catches and 18 yards. Branch recorded 2 receptions for £ yards.
Robinson tallied 7 catch for 25 yards and 7 INT while he was playing on
defense that he returned for 35 yards. Fair had 1 catch for 6 yards.

-- Lemaon led the Trajans with 8 receptions for 89 yards against
Maryland. Lane recorded 4 catches for 57 yards and 7 70, while Branch
had 4 receptions for 43 yards. Hudson tallied 4 catches for 41 yards and
7 70, while Robinson nabbed 3 receptions for 52 yards and 7 7T0. Ford
notched 2 catches for 14 yards, and Fair had 7 reception for 14 yards.
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--Lemon had 4 receptions for a team-leading 134 yards [including
707 yards after catch] and 1 T against Rutgers. He also tallied 3 kickoff
returns for 122 yards. Lemon’s kickoff return of 80 yards in the first
guarter was the longest by a Trajan this season and the longest of his
career. He is the first USC player with a return of 80 or more yards and
a reception of 70 or mare yards in the same game since Margise Lee
versus Oregon on Nov. 3, 2072, In that game, Lee had 408 total yards.
This set up Marks for his second rushing T0 of the night. Per PFF, Lermaon
had the highest offensive grade between both USC and Rutgers with a
grade of 83.5. Lemon had a career-high 256 all-purpose yards against
Rutgers and it is the mast by a Trajan in a game this season. The /ast
Trajan with mare all-purpose yards in a game was Adoree’ Jackson with
291 versus Notre Dame on Nov. 26, 2076, Ford recorded 4 receptions
for 45 yards and 7 70, while Branch had 2 receptions for 26 yards. Lane
tallied 2 catches for 18 yards, and Fair recorded 7 reception for 13 yards.

--Lermon had 9 receptions for 70 yards and 1 T0 against Washingtan.
Branch had a team-leading 102 yards on 6 receptions and also recorded
7 tackle. Lane recorded 3 catches for 47 yards and had 1 tackle. Hudson
tallied 7 reception for 79 yards. Ford notched 7reception for 9 yards and 7
700, while Robinson had 7 catch for 5 yards.

TIGHT ENDS

+ Redshirt junior Lake McRee leads the tight end position group as
its most experienced member. In

2023, he saw action in 12 games with 4 starts and recorded 26
catches for 262 yards (101 avg.) scoring 1TD.

« After moving to the offensive side of the ball to play tight end in
2023, redshirt sophomore Carson Tabaracci recorded 1 reception for 32
yards and 4 tackles on special teams while seeing action in 12 games
in 2023. He recorded his first reception in the Holiday Bowl versus
Louisville.

+ Redshirt freshman Kade Eldridge, who also saw brief action in
the Holiday Bowl, and untested redshirt senior CJ Woods comprise the
remaining Trojan tight end returners.

» Freshman Joey Olsen, the No. 1 player in the state of Oregon,
enrolled in January and participated in spring practice. He earned 2023
Oregon All-State 6A First Team and 2023 All-Three Rivers League First
Team honors coming out of Lakeridge HS.

» Freshman Walter Matthews, the No. 2 tight end in the nation, and
freshman Walker Lyons, a 2023 Under Armour All-American who just
finished serving his Mormaon mission in Norway, arrived this summer to
bolster an already talented tight end room.

--McRee, coming off a tarn ACL right before 2023 Holiday Bowl, had
a spectacular first game back recording 5 receptions for 56 yards [11.2
avg.,] and making key blocks against LSU. Eldridge, in his first career-
start, recorded 7 catch for 6 yards.

--McRee led the Trajans with 87 yards on 4 receptions [20.3 avg.]
versus Utah State. He had a career-long reception of 34 yards in the
second quarter. Lyons made his Trofan debut with 3 receptions for 13
yards. Eldridge recorded 7 catch for 77 yards.

--McRee recorded 3 catches for -3 yards against Michigan. He
exited the game with an injury.

--Lyons recorded 2 receptions for 12 yards against Wisconsin.
Eldridge had 7 catch for 2 yards.

--The tight ends did not record any stats against Minnesota.

--The tight ends did not record any stats against Penn State.

--McRee recorded 4 receptions for 35 yards against Maryland.

--McRee tallied 7 catch for 14 yards against Rutgers.

--McKee recorded 3 receptions for 75 yards against Washington.

OFFENSIVE LINEMEN

» The USC offensive line unit returns 6 Trojans who have at least 1
game of starting experience. While two-time captain Justin Dedich’s hig
personality and leadership and Jarrett Kingston's wealth of experience
will be missing from the trenches, fellow 2023 captain redshirt senior
Jonah Monheim will step in as the most veteran of the group. He started
all 13 games, 12 times at left tackle and 1 time at right guard. He was
named to the AP All-Pac-12 Second Team and Phil Steele All-Pac-12
Fourth Team. During spring ball, Monheim made his official transition to
center.

Defensive Coordinator
D’Anton Lynn was signed by the Jets as an undrafted free agent in 2012
before finishing his playing career with the Hamilton Tiger-Cats of the
Canadian Foothall League in 2013. Defensive Ends Coach Shaun Nua
played 4 seasons (2005-08) in the NFL, the first 3 with the Pittsburgh
Steelers and 2008 with the Buffalo Bills. He was a member of the
Steelers’ Super Bowl XL-winning team in 2006.

ANNIVERSARIES

- 2024 is the 50th anniversary of the 1974 national championship
team.

* The 1974 team earned John McKay his fourth national title behind
the big-play heroics of All-American tailback Anthony Davis, the steady
leadership of quarterback Pat Haden and the clutch play of a defense
that forced the second-highest interception total in USC histary.

+ Davis, the runner-up for the Heisman Trophy, rushed for 1421
yards and 13 touchdowns. His three-year yardage total of 3,724 yards and
52 touchdowns was a Pac-8 record. He set an NCAA record for most
kickoffs returned for TOs in a season (3) and career (B). He scared four
touchdowns to lead the Trojans to an amazing 55-24 comeback win over
Notre Dame in the regular season finale. In his career, Davis scored 11
touchdowns against the Fighting Irish.

» PatHaden threw 13 touchdown passes, but his higgest completions
came with the Trojans trailing Ohio State 17-10 in the 1975 Rose Bowl.
His 38-yard TD strike to J.K McKay with two minutes to play and his
subsequent 2-point conversion to Shelton Diggs gave USC an 18-17
victory and the writers’ share of the national championship.

+ Senior linebacker Richard Wood, Troy's only three-time All-
American, led the defense. Defensive back Charles Phillips set NCAA
records for most interception return yardage in a season (302), most
interception return yardage in a game [181?, highest average gain per
interception for one game (90.5), and most touchdowns on interception
returns in a season (3).

» The win over Notre Dame, dubbed “The Comeback,” was sparked
by Davis’ 102-yard kickoff return to start the second half. Trailing 24-0
late in the second quarter, the Trojans scored 55 unanswered paints in
just under 17 minutes to win going away.
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» USC had five players selected to the All-American team for the
third consecutive year. A school-record 12 Trojans were selected to the
All-Conference squad (since equaled by the 1989 Trojans). Fourteen
players from the 1974 team were taken in the NFL draft—an all-time
record also shared by the 1976 Trojan team.

» In its history, USC football has produced 23 Academic All-
American first teamers (tied for tops in the Pac-12 and among the Top 10
in the naticm], 20 NCAA Post-Graduate Scholarship winners, 13 National
Football Foundation Scholar-Athletes, 7 NCAA Silver Anniversary Award
winners, 4 NCAA Today's Top 10 winners, 1 Rhodes Scholar (Pat Haden)
and 2 Academic All-American Hall of Famers (Haden and Dick Nunis).

» USC Athletics put forth a powerful effort in the classroom this past
Fall 2023 semester, with many teams earning high marks to help the
department earn its highest ever Fall term GPA and record the greatest
number of student-athletes with GPAs of 3.0 or higher.

 As a department, USC Athletics set a new record with its comhined
Fall 2023 GPA of 3.217 thanks in large part to a record 417 student-
athletes earning a 3.0 or better. All 12 women'’s teams boasted 3.0 GPAs
or better. Baseball and women's tennis both recorded their highest ever
term GPAs, with baseball, foothall, rowing and men'’s tennis all weighing
in with their highest cumulative GPAs.

» What's more, USC Athletics has matched its highest Graduation
Success Rate of 93 percent, and set a new department record with
its multiyear NCAA Academic Progress Rate of 990. In that 2023 APR
report, USC had nine teams score a perfect 1,000, with 17 teams equaling
or improving on their 2022 APR scores.

Riley is the only head coach to coach 3 Heisman winningrquarterbacks, as well as the only coach to have 3 quarterbacks selected
No. Toverall in the NFL Draft. From coaching 3 Heisman Trophy winners, to having an 80 percent winning record, to appearing in 3
College Foothall Playoffs, Lincoln RlIeY's coaching achievements set a standard of excellence.

And didn’t take long for Riley to imﬂ ement that' standard at USC. In his first season as USC's head coach in 2022, the 33-year-
old led the Trojlans to"have equaled the blz?gest one-season victary turnaround (+7 victories] in USC history (USC's 1962 national
champs wan 11 games after winning just 4 in ’IBB’H. Last season, Troy won 4 games and in 2022, it had 11 victories.

USC went undefeated in the Cnlise.umy—[]], doinE so for the first time since 2017, Riley guided the Trojans
to a Pac-12 Championship a?.p[aarance and to a Cotton Bowl appearance. In Riley's electric offense, USC scored 579 points in 2022 compared to just 344 points
scored in 2021. The Trojans finished the season nationally ranked No. 1in turnover margin (1.57), No. Tin turnovers lost (7], No. 1in fumbles lgst [2). No. 2'in 3rd
down copversion percentage (0.538), No, 2 in passes had intercepted LE] No. 3 jn first downs offense (359), No. 3 in passes intercepted (19), No. 3 in passing
offense (335.4), No. 3 in scoring offense (414, No. 3 in team passmﬁ e flc:|encLY 169.20), No. 3 in total offense (606.6) and Na.

Riley’s 2022 Trojans broke six USC records. The 2022 team now holds the USC record for most yards passing in a single season [(4,698 yards in 14 %ames ,
most passes atterpted in a single season (515], most touchdown passes in a single season (43), lowest percentage of passes had intercepted (0.97%, b in b1
attempts), maost games scaring 30+ points (12) and most games scoring 40+ paints (10). They also tie the USC single-game record for most touchdowns on

Under Riley's tutelal?le in 2022, quarterback Caleb Williams was named the 88th recipient of the Heisman Trophy. In addition to winning college football's most

In addition to being the only head coach to tutor three Heisman Trophy W'U”'”H %uarterba;ks, Riley now holds the record for most
quarterbacks coached whao have heen selected at No. T all-time fBaker Mayfield in 2018, Kyler Murray in 2019 and Williams in 2024]. In seven years as a head
coach, Riley is now also tied faor the most No. 1 overall draft selections coached at any position with Georgia’s Wally Butts (Frank Sinkwich in 1943, Charley Trippi
in 1945 and Harry Babcock in 1953) who coached the Bulldogs from 1939 to 1960. ) ) )

Also in 2023, freshman wide receiver and electric return specialist Zachariah Branch was named USC's first-ever true freshman First Team All-American for
his special teams efforts. Branch also won the Jet Award presented annually to the nation’s most outstanding return specialist. He was the first Trog'an since
Adoree’ Jackson in 2016 to have a punt return and kickoff return fora TD, as well as atleast one receiving TD in the same season. Jackson had 2 punt returns and
2 kickoff returns for TDs and 1TD reception during the 2016 season. Since 1971 (when records are avai ableﬁ Branch is one of just 3 USC players to accomplish
the fleat,ljni'ning Jackson and Curtis Conway (1992 - 1kickoff return TD, 1 punt return T0, b rec TDs). The Trojans Wragged up the season on a high-note with a
thrilling Holiday Bowl victory as quarterback Miller Moss stepped in leading the Trojans to defeat No. 16 Louisville 42-28.

Riley was hired by USC on Nov. 28, 2021. He arrived after serving as the head coach at Oklahoma, winning 85 percent of his games in five seasons there and
led the Sooners to four Big 12 titles and four New Year’s Six bowls with three College Football Playoff appearances.

Riley posted a bb-10 overall record in his five years (2017-21) at Oklahoma for an impressive .B46 winning percentage. His Sooners were 37-7 [.841) in league
play and won Big 12 championships in his first four years there as he became the first person to win oufright Football Bowl Subdivision conference crowns
in each of his first four seasons as a collegiate head coach. He set Oklahoma records for maost victories in his first two (24), three [E!Bﬁ and four (45) seasans,
breaking marks held by Barry Switzer and Bob Stoops. . ) ) )

After'serving as the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach for two of the most prolific offenses in OU's histary, Riley took over as the Sooners’ head
coach in 2077 when Stoops retired. He was the youngest FBS head coach (33) at the time of his hiring. He also coached the OU quarterbacks and called the
offensive plays while serving as head coach, runninga balanced offensive attack. . ) ) ) .

Riley led his initial Oklahoma squad to a 12-2 overall record in 2077, becumlanwst the fifth FBS coach with no previous head coaching experience at a four-
¥ear college to win atleast12 games in his debut season. The Sooners won the Big 12 title by going 8-1, played in the CFP semifinal in the Rose Bowl and finished
hird in the final AP poll. Quarferback Baker Mayfield won the Heisman Trophy that season, along with the Maxwell, Davey O'Brien, ManningX Walter Camp Player
of the Year and AP Player of the Year Awards, and was the No. 1 pick of the 2018 NFL Draft. Tight end Mark Andrews won the 2017 Mackey Award. )

Oklahoma was ?V?am 12-2 overall and 8-1 while winning the Big 12 championships in 2018 and 2019. He was the Big 12 Co-Coach of the Year in 2018.
guarterback Kyler Murray won the 2018 Heisman Trophy, O'Brien Award and Manninﬁ1Award, was the AP Player of the Year and was the No. 1 selection in the
020 NFL Draft, while guarterback Jalen Hurts was the Heisman runner-up in 2019. The Sooners appeared in the Orange Bowl in 2018 and Peach Bowl in 2013,
both CFP semifinals. OU was fourth in the final AP poll in 2018 and seventh in 2018. )

In the COVID-impacted 2020 season, Oklahoma went 3-2 overall, won the Big 12 at B-2, beat Flarida in the Cotton Bowl and was sixth in the final AP pall.

In 2021, the Sooners were 10-2 in the just-completed regular season, tied for second in the Big 12 standings at 7-2 and are ranked 13th by AP. )

Riley spent 2015 and 2016 as Oklahoma’s offensive coardinator and %Jarterbacks coach. He'won the Brayles Award as the nation’s top assistant coach in
2015 when his offense ranked seventh nationally in total offense. In 2016, receiver Dede Westbrook won the Biletnikoff Award and was fourth in the Heisman
votihqg, whilekr 4n_lneigg h?jc Joe Mixon set the OU season all-purpose yardage record (2,331 yards) and fellow running back Samaje Perine set the school career
rushing mark (4, ards).

Rileg came to Dklghuma after five seasons (2010-14] as the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at East Carolina. He added the title of assistant
head coach in 2014. The Pirates, running a spread offensive scheme, set more than b0 team and individual school offensive records dUII’II’I%hIS time there. His
sguads had the top five passing seasons in school histary and top four total offense marks. In 2014, ECU set a school season mark with 5,929 yards of total
offense. Ilgfast Carolina appeared in the national Top 10 in such categories as passing and scoring offense, third down conversion percentage and red zone
scaring efficiency.

His Eirate Wideyreceivers Justin Hardy and Zay Jones became the most productive pass catchers in FBS history. Hardy caught an NCAA record 387 career
gggses for 4,541 \éards (including a trio of 1,000-yard seasons). Jones, who Riley coached for the first two years of his career, went on to break Hardy’s mark with

career receptions.

East Carolinapc’uarterhack Dominique Davis was the 2010 Conference USA Newcomer of the Year and set schoal records for career completions and TD
passes. He completed an NCAA record 36 consecutive passes in 2011. He was succeeded by Shane Carden, who broke many of Davis' record. Carden set ECU
season marks for passing yards (4,736 in 2014] and completion percentage (705 in 2013) and was the Conference USA MVP in 2013 followed by the American
Canference’s Offensive Player of the Year in 2014.

Riley was on the football and track teams at Muleshoe (Tex.) Hi%h, a West Texas town of b,000. He was a walk-on quarterback at Texas Tech in the spring and
s?fmmer of 2003 before starting his coaching career as a student assistant there under head coach Mike Leach for three seasons (2003-05), working with the
offense.

He became an offensive graduate assistant at Texas Tech in 2006, then joined the Red Raiders’ fulltime staff as the wide receivers coach in 2007 and the
inside wide receivers coach in 2008 and 2008. In 2008, he called plays as the interim offensive coordinator in the Alamo Bowl, producing 579 yards of offense.
His wide receiver Michael Crabtree won the 2007 Biletnikoff Award while establishin BIE 12 and NCAA freshman records with 134 receptions for 1,862 yards,
while fellow wideout Danny Amendola also had a 100-catch, 1,000-yard season in 2007. The Red Raiders played in a bowl in each of his seven seasons and Tech
quarterbacks won NCAA passing titles in 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2007 )

Riley received his bachelor’s degree in exercise and sports science from Texas Tech in 2006.

He was born on Sept. 5, 1983, in Lubbock, Tex. He and his wife, Caitlin, have two daughters, Sloan and Stella. His younger brother, Garrett, is the offensive
coordinator at Clemson after previously coaching at TCU (where he helped coach the Horned Frogs to the 2022 National Championship game), SMU, Appalachian

State, Kansas, East Caralina and Augustana College and playing quarterback at Texas Tech and Stephen F. Austin.

It was an offseason filled with noise, but the Trojans proved the critics
wrong as 9.2 million viewers (peaking at 11.1 million) watched USC win the fist fight
against LSU in front of a record-breaking, sold-out at Allegiant Stadium in Las
Vegas with a 27-20 victory.

This matchup set a new Allegiant Stadium attendance record at 63,969,
surpassing Super Bowl LVIIl. USC improved to 1-0 on the season and is now 2-1
over LSU all-time. This victory marked USC's Bth straight season upenim]:; win,
and head coach Lincoln Riley remains undefeated in USC season openers. It was
USC’s first win when it trailed entering the fourth quarter against an AP-ranked
team since the 2017 Rose Bowl 52-49 victory over Penn State. It was also the
Trojans' first season-opening win against an AP-ranked team since defeating the
then-No. 8 Auburn Tigers in 2003. This game was ABC’s most-streamed college
football game on record.

In USC’s first meeting with LSU in 40 years, USC QB Miller Moss went 27-
for-36 (.760) with 378 yards, a career-best, while throwing 1 TD to earn Big Ten
Offensive Player of the Week honors. He is the first Trojan starting quarterback to
debut with back-to-back wins over ranked teams since records availahle in 1971.
He has started two ?ames in his career: Holiday Bowl MVP in his debut and Big
Ten Offense Player of the Week in his second. Per PFF, Moss was the third highest-

raded B in the nation with a grade_of 93.4 (just behind Ole Miss’ Jaxon Dart
F85.7] and Purdue’s Hudson Cardg[84.8] .

Maoss, with a plethora of aerial options, spread the ball around to 10 different
receivers, with 6 of them recording at least 45 yards or more.

Moss dueled with LSU's QB Garrett Nussmeier, who completed 28 of 38
passes for 304 yards with 2 TODs and TINT. It was a hattle of 0Bs who waited their
turns after sitting behind the two most recent Heisman Trophy winners, LSU’s
Jayden Daniels and USC’s Caleh Williams.

On LSU’s opening 7-minute long drive, USC had a massive goal line stop
which resulted in a turnover on downs and completely shifted the momentum of
the game.

In the second quarter, USC WR Kyron Hudson made a “catch of the year”
worthy one-handed, acrobatic catch in the second quarter mimicking Odell
Beckham Jr.’'s most famous catch. This play set up the first TD of the game as RB
Woody Marks scored a 2-yard TO later in the drive to give USC a 7-0 lead. Later that
evening, this catch was No. Ton Sunday’s SportsCenter Top 10.

The Tigers responded with a TD of their own as LSU WR Kyren Lacy answered
with his own acrobatic catch for a 19-yard TD to tie the game midway through the
second quarter.

Both teams’ kickers scored FGs, but USC K Michael Lantz missed a crucial
29-yard FG to close out the first half of play.

USC debuted it's new bolstered defense led by new defensive coordinator
D’Anton Lynn. The defense showed grit, tackled well and made key defensive
stops. The Trojan defensive line held its own against an experienced LSU offensive
line, and USC limited LSU to just 3 rushing yards in the fourth guarter.

The game went back and forth with the Trojans taking a 20-17 lead with 5:44
left in regulation when Moss found WR Ja’Kobi Lane for a 28-yard touchdown. A
31-yard field goal from Ramos tied it at 20-20, but left 1:47 on the clock.

That proved to be too much time as Moss led the Trojan offense on an eight-

lay, 75-yard drive, culminating in a 13-yard rushing TD from Marks with 8 seconds
eft to win the jackpot and secure the critical victory.

It's officially a new era of USC Football, but it's just the beginning of the 2024
campaign. As the Trojans look ahead to non-conference opponents and the Big
Ten gauntlet, there is much to be excited about. To quote Riley, “That was some
pretty good Big Ten football today.

The USC Trojans displayed toughness, physicality and dominance as they
defeated Utah State 48-0 in the Los Angeles Memorial Coliseum. It was USC’s first
shutout since it defeated UCLA in the infamous 50-0 game in 2011.

While other perennial programs fell or struggled in Week 2, the Trojans never
faltered.

The defense was the story of the evening as USC held Utah State to 190 total
yards, the fewest yards allowed since the Trojans held Oregon State to 181 total
yards in 2014. The 103 net yards passing by Utah State tonight was the fewest
passing yards surrendered in a game hy the Trojans since holding California to
93 net passing yards on Nov. 10, 2018. USC’s defense gave up just 2 third-down
conversions.

In his first start in the Coliseum, QB Miller Moss continued to be efficient. He
went 21-for-30 for 228 yards and a TD.

A strong perfarmance by the offensive line allowed both RBs Woody Marks
and Quinten Joyner to dominate on the ground. Marks tallied 13 carries for 103
rushing yards (7.9 avg.) with 1 TD. It was his third career 100-yard rushing game.
Joyner recorded a career-high 10 carries for a career-high 84 yards (8.4 avg.) and
2 TDs. RB Bryan Jackson had his first 7 carries as a Trojan, and RB A'Marion
Peterson scored his first career TD. The Trojans rushed for 249 yards, which was
the most rushing yards totaled since USC rushed for 322 yards against Oregon
State in 2018.

TE Lake McRee led the Trojans with 81 yards on 4 receptions (20.3 avg.). He
had a career-long reception of 34 yards in the second quarter, while WR Makai
Lemon tied a career-best with 3 receptions for a career-high 23 yards and scored
aTD.

LB Easton Mascarenas-Arnold and LB Eric Gentry both led the team with 7
tackles each. Mascarenas-Arnold also tallied an INT on his stat sheet.

By the fourth quarter (and after the delay of a power outage due to the LA
heat), the Trojans were playing a variety of young players, providing them with
invaluable game reps. And still, they managed to uphold the shutout, allowing just
89 yards in the second half.

Just two games in, there’s still a lot of foothall left to be played. But the
Trojans are optimistic. “We're still not even close to as good as we can he,”
Mascarenas-Arnold said.

Init’s first-ever Big Ten matchup, USC fell to Michigan 24-27 in the Big House
in Ann Arbor, Mich.

The attendance of 110,702 was the largest crowd USC has played in front of
since it faced off against Notre Dame at Soldier Field in Chicago in front of a sold
out crowd of 120,000 in 1927

0B Miller Moss went 28-of-51 (.543) with season-high 3 TOs and TINT. The
last time a USC 0B recorded at least 51 attempts in a game was when former
Heisman Trophy winner Caleh Williams recorded 52 passing attempts against
Tulane in the 2023 Cotton Bowl.

RB Woody Marks tallied 13 carries for 100 rushing yards (7.7 avg.). It was his
fourth career100-yard rushing game and his second consecutive 100-yard rushing
game. He also recorded 5 receptions for 40 yards. In a key moment, he ripped the
football out of Michigan DT Kenneth Grant's hand after the big defensive tackle
had recovered a fumble for Michigan.

WR Zachariah Branch led the Trojans with a career-high 6 receptions for a
career-high 98 yards.

WRs Duce Robinson, Ja’Kobi Lane and Jay Fair each caught TD passes
from Moss. K Michael Lantz also scored a 29-yard FG.

LB Eric Gentry led the team with 12 tackles, including 3 for loss of 8 yards
(with 1 sack for minus 6 yards). He also recorded 1 forced fumble and 1 fumble
recovery.

The Wolverines finished with just 32 passing yards and 230 rushing yards.

Moss played valiantly although under pressure, and USC rallied in the
second half to take the lead late in the fourth quarter following a tough first half.

The defense had stopped Michigan for the entire second half, and the
Wolverines had to go 79 yards with about 2 1/2 minutes on the clock to win the
game. Kalel Mullings rushed 2 yards for a TD on fourth-and-goal with 37 seconds
left to claim the victory. Michigan had 19 yards of offense over its five second-half
drives befare Mullings’ game-changing 63-yard run.

USC is now B-5 in it's series with Michigan.

It was a tough game in a hostile road stadium, but the Trojans won't face a
defense like that in an environment like that the rest of the year.

The USC Trojans embodied the battle cry of “Fight On!" after battling back
from a challenging first half. The Trojans trailed 10-21 at halftime, but fought back
to put up 28 unanswered points in the second half to claim the victory 38-21.

0B Miller Moss went 30-0f-45 (.667) with 3 TDs and TINT. It was his second
300-yard passing game this season and the third of his career. He spread the hall
out throwing passes to 9 different receivers. He also tallied 5 carries for 17 yards
and1TD.

WR Ja’Kobi Lane recorded a career-hest 10 catches for a career-best 105
yards and 2 TOs. This was his second career 2 TD game. His first TD against the
Badgers was a career-long 32-yard reception off a perfectly thrown ball from
Moss, threaded between two defenders in the corner of the end zone on USC's
first offensive drive of the game. This TD put USC’s first points on the board at 7-0
in favor of the Trojans.

SNP Hank Pepper made a crucial play by recovering a Wisconsin muffed
punt at the Badgers' 30-yard line. This play by Pepper gave the Trojans a short field
which ultimately resulted in Lane’s second TO. Lane caught a 6-yard pass on an
important third-and-goal in the third quarter to close the point gap by the Trojans
and make the score 17-21. This score was the catalyst that began USC outscoring
Wiscaonsin 28-0 in the second half. The hall was placed by Moss exactly where
Lane could grab it with all 6-foot-4-inches of his height as he reached over the
Wisconsin defender to complete the catch.

Then, WR Duce Robinson’s third quarter B-yard TD reception pushed USC
ahead 24-21.

In the fourth gquarter, Moss called his own number, rushing 7-yards with a
successful spin move and dive into the end zone to score a TO.

LB Mason Cobb returned a 55-yard interception for a TD in the fourth quarter
to put an exclamation point on USC'’s 38-21 victory. The pass thrown by Wisconsin
(B Braedyn Locke bounced off his intended receiver then off USC CB Jacobe
Covington’s helmet and into the sticky hands of Cobb who turned on his second
gear and sprinted down the sideline to score his first-ever pick-6.’

“After the way that last week finished,” USC coach Lincoln Riley said, “to
have the first half go the way it did, then to come back and play well, says a lot
about the character of the guys in this room. They're going to battle. We're not
going anywhere. We don't panic.”

In its second conference road game of the season, USC fell to Minnesota
17-24 in a heartbreaking loss in Minneapalis.

It was the warmest October game ever recorded at Huntington Bank Stadium
with a kick time temperature of 71 degrees.

DB Miller Moss went 23-of 38 (.605) for 200 yards with 1TD and 2 INTs.

RB Woody Marks recorded his fifth career 100-yard rushing game collecting
20 carries for 134 yards and 1 TD. He also had 4 receptions for 30 yards.

WR Kyron Hudson led the Trojans with b receptions for b4 yards.

WR Duce Rohinson scored the only aerial TD of the night with a 3-yard pass
from Moss in the second quarter. He had 4 receptions for 39 yards and 1 TD.

After an unsuccessful first offensive series, Minnesota put the first points
on the board with a 32-yard field goal by K Dragan Kesich.

In their first offensive series of the second quarter, the Trojans found their
momentum and converted 4 third downs to ultimately find the end zone as Moss
threw a 3-yard pass over the middle to Robinson to push USC ahead 7-3.

Minnesota responded on its next drive when 0B Max Brosmer scored on a
0B-keeper pushing the Gophers ahead.

After an unfortunate Trojan fumble by RB Quinten Joyner, Minnesota took
possession, but the Trojan defense responded aggressively. On a clutch play, S
Kamari Ramsey forced a fumble which was recovered by DT Nate Clifton. This
play resulted in the offense driving down the field and K Michael Lantz scoring a
career-long b4-yard FG to close out the first half, tying the score at 10-10.

Opening the third quarter, USC took 7 minutes off the clock driving down
the field to culminate with a score as Moss split out on the wildcat for Marks who
zipped, zapped and burst into the end zone to push USC ahead 17-10.

The fourth guarter brought havoc as the USC offensive line missed an
important block which resulted in Moss being pressured off the edge by Gopher
DL Jah Joynerin, forcing him to throw a pick. Minnesota took full advantage of the
turnover and scored on its next drive to tie up the score at 17-17.

The Trojans got the ball back but were forced to punt (a booming season-
long 62-yarder by P Eddie Czaplicki), but an unnecessary roughness call on the
punt coverage brought the ball back from the Minnesota 10 to the 25. The Gophers
drove down the field and scored on a controversial fourth-and-goal (the ruling on
the field had Brosmer short, but the replay review resulted in a reversal) to jump
ahead 24-17 at the end of the game.

In an attempt to score once more, the Trojans fought, but Moss was
intercepted with 14 seconds left to lock down the victary for the Gophers.

USC fell 30-33 in a devastating overtime loss against No. 4 Penn State in the
Coliseumn.

All 3 of USC's losses have been within 1 score (3 points versus Michigan
and Penn State and 7 points versus Minnesota), and all have been within the last
minute of regulation play or in overtime.

0B Miller Moss went 20-of 34 (.588) for 220 yards with 2 TDs and TINT.

RB Woody Marks recorded his sixth career 100-yard rushing game callecting
20 carries for 11 yards( 5.6 avg.). He also had 2 receptions for 44 yards.

WR Makai Lemon led the Trojans with 6 receptions for 73 yards (12.2 avg.).

After Penn State scored an early field goal, USC executed a fake reverse
that fooled half of Penn State’s defense, enabling RB Quinten Joyner to go on a
career-long 75 yards to score. It was the longest play from scrimmage by a Trojan
this season. It was also the longest rush by a Trojan since Ronald Jones Il had an
86-yard TD run at Washington State on Sept. 29, 2017, as well as the longest from
scrimmage by the Trojans since Tahj Washington had a 76-yard TD catch versus
San Jose State on Aug. 26, 2023.

Joyner scored again for the Trojans on a 9-yard pass from Moss which made
him the the first Trojan to have a rushing and receiving TD in the same game since
Austin Jones had a rushing and receiving TD versus California on Oct. 28, 2023.

LB Desman Stephens Il picked off Penn State 0B Drew Allar while juking and
jiving to stay on his feet for 42 yards all the way back to the Penn State 26 yard line.
This set up USC K Michael Lantz to score a 35-yard field goal.

After exchanging punts, Penn State began a successful drive down field, but
was ultimately stopped by USC S Zion Branch on a clutch third-down situation to
bring up fourth-and-11 to force the Nittany Lions to kick a field goal.

The Trojans responded with a 47-yard field goal of their own to push ahead
20-6 going into halftime.

Penn State scored twice in the third quarter to tie up the score at 20-20, but
LB Easton Mascarenas-Arnold picked off Allar and set up Lantz to close out the
quarter with a 39-yard kick to reclaim the lead.

Another field goal was scored by the Nittany Lions, and then USC WR Kyron
Hudson caught a go-ahead touchdown pass from Moss with 5:56 left. Penn
State’s Allar then converted two fourth-downs and Nittany Lion RB Nick Singleton
tied up the game at 30-30 with a TD catch.

USC executed a beautiful drive down to claim the win, but Moss was picked
off with 14 seconds left by Penn State S Jaylen Reed.

The Trojans responded with nabbing another INT of their own as WR Duce
Robinson picked off Allar while playing defense to force overtime.

In overtime, Lantz pushed a 45-yard field goal wide left before PSU K Ryan
Barker, hit the game-winner from 36 yards.

USC fell 28-29 to Maryland on the road at SECU Stadium in another
heartbreaking loss.

All 4 of USC's losses have been within 1 score (1 point versus Maryland, 3
points versus Michigan and Penn State and 7 points versus Minnesota), and all
have been within the last minute of regulation play or in overtime.

0B Miller Moss went 34-0f-50 (.680) for 336 yards with 3 TOs and T INT.
It was the 4th career 300 yard passing game for Moss and the third game this
season with 3 TDOs. This also marked the second time this season Moss has
recorded at least 50 passing attempts (also tallied 51 passing attempts versus
Michigan).

RB Woody Marks led the Trojans with 17 carries for 82 yards (4.8 avg.) and 1
TD.

WR Makai Lemon led the Trojan receivers with 8 catches for 89 yards (11
avg).

WR Kyron Hudson put USC on the board first with a 22-yard TD pass from
Maoss. Maryland evened out the score as Terp OB Billy Edwards Jr. tossed a 16-yard
TD pass to Octavian Smith Jr.

Using his 5XL gloved hands, WR Ja’Kobi Lane made a spectacular left
hand one-handed catch to score a TD off a 15-yard pass from Mass, and Marks
increased USC'’s lead to 21-7 with a 5-yard rushing TD to close out the first half of
play.

Moss threw an unfortunate INT in the fourth quarter when he was picked off
by Maryland DB Lavain Scruggs who returned the pick for 51yards, and on the next
play, Maryland scored.

USC went three-and-out on its next offensive drive, and Maryland drove 62
yards down the field to the USC 4 yard line where USC CB Jaylin Smith (who led the
team with 11 tackles on the night) made a huge play at the goal line, intercepting a
fourth-down pass.

WR Duce Robinson made an early statement in the fourth quarter scoring
on a 26-yard pass from Maoss, and USC led 28-14.

Maryland then drove 80 yards on a TD drive and successfully executed a
two-point conversion. After Maryland blocked a potentially game-clinching FG
attempt from K Michael Lantz, the Terps had great field position on the USC 47
and scored a TD to claim the win 28-28.

USC produced a dominate 42-20 victary over first-time opponent Rutgers in
a rare Friday Night Lights showdown to snap its three-game losing streak.

0B Miller Moss went 20-of-28 (.714) for 308 yards with 2 TDs. It was his
fourth 300-yard passing game this season and the fifth of his career. He spread
the ball out throwing passes to 8 different receivers. He also scored a 7-yard
rushing TD on his 1 carry of the night.

RB Woody Marks had a single-game career-best 3 TD runs tonight and
finished leading the Trojans withs 15 carries for 94 yards (6.3 avg.). The last Trojan
with 3 rushing TDs in a game was Heisman Trophy winning QB Caleb Williams at
Arizona on Oct.7, 2023. The last time that USC had a running back with 3 rushing
TDs in a game was RB Vavae Malepeai versus UCLA on Nov. 20, 2021. All of Marks’
TDs were in the first half. The last player to score 3 rushing TOs in one half of play
was Raonald Jones Il on Nov. 4, 2017 against Arizona. He scored all 3 of his TOs in
the second half of play.

Marks also had 5 catches for 48 yards (9.6 avg.) to extend his streak of
consecutive games with at least one catch to 53, which is the longest active
streak in the nation.

WR Makai Lemon had 4 catches for a career-high 134 yards (including 101
yards after catch) and tallied 3 kickoff returns for 122 yards. Per PFF, Lemon had
the highest offensive grade between hoth USC and Rutgers with a grade of 89.8.
Lemon had a career-high 256 all-purpose yards against Rutgers and it is the most
by a Trojan in a game this season. The last Trojan with more all-purpose yards in
a game was Adaree’ Jackson with 291 versus Notre Dame on Nov. 26, 2016.

LB Easton Mascarenas-Arnold led USC with T1tackles, including 1for loss of
2 yards (with 1sack for minus 2 yards). Mascarenas-Arnold has registered double
figures in tackles in 3 of the last 4 games and leads USC with B7 tackles this
season. The Trojans also recorded a season-high 5 sacks on the night.

The Trojan offense came out hot as USC scored a touchdown on each of
its first four possessions. The last time USC scored a touchdown on its first four
possessions of a game was Sept. 10, 2022 versus Stanford.

After scoring the first TD of the game on USC's opening offensive drive,
Marks was set up to quickly score again because of a big special teams play from
WR Makai Lemon. Lemon’s kickoff return of 80 yards in the first quarter was the
longest by a Trojan this season and the longest of his career. This set up Marks for
his second rushing TD of the night.

WR Kyle Ford scored an 11-yard TD and Marks scaored his third rushing TD to
give him the hat trick. USC led 28-12 going into halftime.

Rutgers scored a TO and executed a successful 2-point conversion early in
the third quarter to close the point gap 28-18.

Immediately after, Lemon recorded a 70-yard reception from Moss which
was a career-best and also the longest by a Trojan this season. This gave the
Trojans a short field and Moss was able to find the end zone for a rushing TD.

Lemon is the first USC player with a return of 80 or more yards and a
reception of 70 or more yards in the same game since Margise Lee versus Oregon
on Nowv. 9, 2012. In that game, Lee had 408 total yards.

USC closed out the third quarter with a 40-yard TD pass from Maoss to
Leman.

Both teams remained scoreless in the fourth quarter and USC claimed the
victory. USC'’s 42 points matched the most points Rutgers has allowed in a game
this season.

Adding to the excitement of the evening, the Dodgers won Game 1 of the
World Series against the Yankees across town on a walkoff grand slam by Freddie
Freeman. It was the first time in history that USC football, the Lakers and the
Dodgers all won on the same day.

USC fell 21-26 to Washington on the road at Husky Stadium in Seattle in an
emotional loss.

All 4 of USC's losses have been within 1 score (1 point versus Maryland, 3
points versus Michigan and Penn State, 5 points versus Washington and 7 points
versus Minnesota), and all have been within the last minute of regulation play orin
overtime.

Since 1978 (and entering 2024, just 17 FBS teams have had at least b losses
in a season and all of them came in a one-score game.

0B Miller Moss went 30-0f-50 (.600) for 293 yards and 2 TD with 3 INTs.

RB Woody Marks led the Trojans with 22 carries for 123 yards and 1 TD.

WR Zachariah Branch led the Trojans in receiving yards with 102 on B
receptions.

In USC's second offensive series, Moss was picked off after a ball intended
for WR Kyle Ford was tipped into the hands of Washington LB Carson Bruener,
which ended up resulting in a Husky field goal. Washington RB Jonah Coleman
rushed for a 19-yard TD to close out the first quarter.

Branch caught a 25-yard pass from Moss that was originally ruled a fumble.
Video review showed Branch was down, giving USC a much-needed first down in
Washington territory. The drive concluded with a 1-yard TD from Marks.

Washington responded with another TD and a field goal to extend its lead to
20-7 going into halftime.

After making halftime adjustments, the Trojans regrouped and came out of
the locker room aggressively. WR Makai Lemon scored a 37-yard TD, and then USC
took a 21-20 lead after Ford scored on a 9-yard TD reception.

On USC'’s next possession, Moss threw a pick, which resulted in a Washington
TD, but a failed two-point conversion.

The Trojans then marched down to Washington's 1-yard line in the fourth
guarter with a chance to pull in front but the Huskies stopped running back Woody
Marks on fourth down and took over with 5:04 left in the game.

Washington was forced to punt on its drive, and Maoss led the Trojans to the
Husky 14. On third-and-4, Moss’ attempt to WR Kyron Hudson was broken up by CB
Ephesians Prysock. Maoss' final chance on fourth down fell incomplete.
